There is really no more reason for the Jones
Government to call itself a new administration
and seek a fresh mandate before the expiry of .1ts
term on this ground, than there was for Premier
Campbell ty do so when he took over office after
the death of Premier Lea. In one case as in the
other, the government continues though the per-
sonne! be changed. The fact that Premier Jones
and his chief colleagues, Messrs. Barbour and
Hughes, were mere back-benchers under the
Campbell regime doesn’t alter the situation one
{ota.

Safeguard Of Libert;

Rt.Hon, Lord Wright told the Canadian Bar
Association Convention at Winnipeg last week
that the safeguard of British liberty is the su-
premacy of law, which can be changed only by
the act of a free and responsible Legislature,
Lawyers and judges know this, They have
watched Government authority delegated by
Order-in-Council to all kinds of bodies and indi-
viduals having no responsibility to the Legis-
lature; and as surely as a governmental bureau-
cracy never relinquishes what it can hold an un-
needed proportion of these bodies will stick per-
manently,

The Bar Association, suggests the Globe and
Mail, advisedly might start a revival in the man-
ner of the evangelical crusader to prepare peo-
ple to return to first principles, The ballot has
been losing its significance when, in times like
these, it should be more precious than ever, Thus
the first step in responsible government is halt-
ing; and it follows that if the electors’don't care
the legislators will take the easy way, which is
always to obey the bosses., The Bar wants the
country administered through legal enactments
rather than bureaucratic regulations, and un-
doubtedly would prefer laws that reflect the will
of the people through elected representatives, At
present the operation of many laws on the statute
books is suspended, The danger is that four, five
or six years of this sort of government will make
dead letters of too many laws unless there is an
awakening of the public conscience on respon-
sibility.

The Food Situation

Agricultural productivity in Canada has suf-
fereu marked impairment at a time when food
requirements are greater than ever before, The
problem is dealt with somewhat pessimistically
by a writer in the current Canadian Business.
Ligh farm production goals set by official
authorities for the current year—for example,
about 20 per cent increase over 1942 in meats
and eggs and 6 per cent in dairy products—will
not be realized, says this writer, Indeed, there
will be serious deficiencies in certain foodstuffs,
immediately in canned goods and fresh soft fruits
and perhaps later in such staples as dairy pro-
ducts and meats, Unless the food requirements
for war purposes (which the writer estimates as
25 per cent of total production after allowing
for exports, domestic, military and nava] storcs
and the heavier diets of hundreds of thousands
of people engaged in more strenuous work than
in normal times) are curtailed, the civilian popu-
lation will have to do with both a smaller var-
icty and volume of foodstuffs than it now has at
its disposal. The present indications are that the
war requirements will increase rather than de-
crease, for one reason, because Canada should
provide her share of the additional supplies
nceded to-maintain the Allies’ fighting forces in
Europe, Africa and the Pacific area and to sup-
piement the subnormal diets of the countries
freed of the Axis' yoke,
