Fisheries Offices
To Be Trgllsferred

OTTAWA, Jan, 20—(CP)— The
Fisheries Department's divisional
headquarters in the Maritime Pro-
vinces will  be transferred from
Moncton, N. B, to‘ Halifay, the
Department announced today.

An announcement by Stewart
Bates, Deputy Minister of Fisher-
jos, said that expanded services of
the Department and establishment
of new functions make the move
necessary.

“Halifax is the principal centre
in the three Maritime Provinces of
the fisheries trade” the Depart-
ment said. “The present headquart-
ers of the Inspection Service and
the main fish inspection laboratory
now are located in that city.

“The new Fish Inspection Act,
approved during the last session
of Parliament, will involve fur-
ther extension of inspection ser-
vices. It Is now essential that
headquarters of the division and
the_inspection service be together.”

A" district headquarters, however,
will be opened in Moncton for ex-
pansion of the Moncton canned
fish laboratory and for inspection
of dried, salted and pickled fish
in Eastern New Brunswick,

A similar headquarters will be
established at St. Andrews, N, B,
where a new fish Inspection labor-
atory will also be opened.

Although
the courses are short, they do
cover the most important subjects
related to farming.”
