On the
port side will be suites for the
King and Queen and working a-
pertments for the Royal Family's
domestic staff, the starboard
side will be the King’s dining cab-
in, and forward of this will be the
Princesses.

A private branch telephone ex-
change will link the Royal apart-
ments. Members of the yal
household will mess with the King
and Queen, but will be provided
with their own smoking room.

Food for the Royal Family will
be prepared in a special kitchen
and cooked in the Royal gallery
which was formerly the admiral’s
galley. Most of the furniture for
the Royal epartments will be lent
from the Royal Yacht Victoria, and
Albert, The, furnishings will have
simple color schemes of blue and
beige, while the whole of the
Royal apartments will be painted
in pale Ivory. A special mast s
being fitted to the main mast to
carry the Royal standard.
