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THE COUNTRY CHURCH

Readers of the life of Rev. J. H.
Jowett, well-known English
preacher, now dead, who was call-
ed back to London by the King
during the First World War, may
recall that he never spoke to his
minister nor shook hands with
him. He was brought up in Hali-
fax, Yorkshire, England and “sat

. under” a man called Myers, and

yet when Jowett was giving his
Yale lectures on preaching he had
this minister in the back of his
mind as the ideal which he de-
sired to interpret to the students.
The preachers of a bygone time
kept themselves more aloof than
now, perhaps we have gone to the
cther extreme.

The minister that I recall was
sald to be (and by no less an auth-
ority than Dr. A. MacLean Sin-
clair) the best Gaelic scholar liv-
ing. The congregation was made
up almost wholly by people of
Highland Scotch .xtraction. When
the old minister gave them a, good
dressing down, they would say:
“And was he na grand the day?”
There were two services each Sun-
day—Gaelic and English, and they
took up about three hours. Some-
times those who came from a con-
siderable distance would swap bis-
cults on the way home. There
were sermon tasters like Elspeth
MacFadyen in Ian MacLaren's
books. The people had a service
called “Reading”, and it was held
when the minister was not there.
One of the elders presided and
read aloud for three quarters of a
hour such books as the “Pilgrim’s
Progress” or a book of sermons.
This was usually well attended.
There was no organ as the min-
ister objected to one, and a pre-
centor led the praise and “gave out
the line”, in the Gaelic service.
The elders were the right hand
men of the minister, and were
looked up to almost as much as the
minister himself. They were quite
ready to assist in the mid-week
services especially in the -prayer
meeting. Their session meetings
were held in a little red building
which few ever got into, as it was
the scene of a sort of tribunal
where matters affecting the moral
conduct of members were attend-
ed to. Robert Burns could tell us
about what happened in such
places, for church discipline was
a real thing then. We often wond-
ered what went on there. Com-
munions were held both {ndoors
and in the open air. The latter
were held in Gaelic. Services be-
gan Thursday, which was a sort
of fast day, and they lasted for
five days. Monday was the “Ques-
tion day”. On this day matters of
experimenta] religion were dis-
cussed—a favorite topic was,

emotional disturbances. The treat-
ment of this severe type of colitis is
often difficult, sometimes requiring
the surgical removal of a part of
the colon. Acquiring calmness and
using a soft diet is helpful, but the
use of drugs to kill the organisms
causing the ulcerated condition
has not been very successful, That
a sulfa drug helps or cures many
of these cases is now reported.

In “Gastroenterology,” (stomach
and intestines) Baltimore, Drs. E.
N. Collins and J.S. Hewlett say
that at the Cleveland Clinic sulfa
drugs have been used as an aid to
the usual treatment of chronic ul-
cerative  colitls for the past nine
years. In the past four years
succinyl ?sulfa-thiazole has proved
helpful to 115 patients.

Drs. Collins and Hewlett were
able to follow the progress by ex-
amination with reflected light and
by X-rays on 55 of the cases for
two years, All except three of the
cases were allowed to be up and
around on their feet; only three
were confined to bed. Three-fourths
of the patients have made satisfact-
ory progress. In 28 of 32 cases
where the disease was in the
rectum (the last few inches of the
colon), enemas of succinyl-sulfa-
thiazole kept in the rectum for 8
certain period, proved more effect-
ive than giving this drug by mouth
and the patients became entirely
free of their symptoms.

When we think of this cehronic
