A Trick That Mysiifled Lord Lyttom and
One That Didn’t Work—Plausi-
ble Explanations.

’I‘h.o following story of Indian
magic was told me by the person to
whom it was told by the lute Lord
Lytton. I give it in my own words
for the excellent though humiliating
reason that I have mislaid the manu.

Turning to the second of-
ficer, he said, “Did you arrange the
seeds as I bade you?”’ ‘No,”’ said
the officer. ‘I thought that was
nonsense, and I threw them away.”

Nevwy acamand Shipping Laws.

A new set of shipping regulations re-
ceantly formulated in New Zealand
gives proof of the maternal care with
which the government looks after the
welfare of the people. Every seagoing
vessel that can be controlled by the lo- :
cal authority must for the future carry
a boat or raft fully fitted up with pro-
vislons for use in case of accident.
Provision is to be made for a supply of
fresh water and of beef, biscuits, choc-
olate, tabloids and lime juice and ulso
of fishing lines and hooks and safety
matches. So many desperate tragedies
have occurred around the New Zealand
coast from time to time after ship-
wrecks through the difficulty of get-
ting living necessaries into the boats in
the rush and excitement of escaping
that the new regulation in this regard
scems to be a wise precaution.
