MORE ABOUT HOBSON.

Hils Return to the Flagship "'New
York—A Great Reception.

Or¥ SANTIAGO DE CuUBA, July 7 —by
the "Associated Press despatch boat
Dauntless, via Port Actania,July 9. and
Kingston, July S.—The retura of Rich.
mond P Hobson, of Merrimac fame, to
his ship, the flagship New York last
night, was markea by wild cathusiasm.
It was dark when.a shout was passed
along the ship that Hobson was coming.
On the superstructure c!ambered the
crew, ten deep, and on’the quarter
deck the' officers clustered around the
sea ladder and a hundred hands were
stretched out to grasp Hobson’s.

I¢'was not wuntil he was safe once
more on the deck, that the crew of the
New York cheered, and thén they broke
into a wild yeli which went over and

| over again uatil the men were hoarse.

Numbers of the crew rashed forward
on the quarter deck and a great groap
of men struggled around the tall figure
of the man who had dared so muen.

Behind Hobson cams Col John Jacoh
Astor and the first thing Hobson tried
to do was to introduce himto the officers,
but Col Astor got lost im the crowd
which surged arouad. insisiing upon
shaking Hobsou’s hand. The transports
blew their whistles. Hobson sat once
more among his messma‘es and told the
story of his experience, of his marvel-
lous escaps and his imprisonment in
Morrapssile, Santiago. wa'ching: the
shells explode outside his cell under g
marderous five.

*1 did not miss the entrance to the har-
bor,” he said, <“as Easingn Powell in
the laanch supposed. I headed east
until T got my bearing acd then made
for it straight in. ~ Then came the
firing. It was grand flashing oat first
from one side“of the harbor and then
from the other from those guns on the
hills, the Vixscaya, lyitig fnside the har.

Now aand again, one o1 the other of the
men lying with his face glued to the
deck and wondering whether the next
shell would not come our way, would
say: ‘‘Hadn’t we better drop off' now,
sir ?” Bat I suid < Want till daylight.”

It would have besn impossible to
get the catamar.a anywhere but on to
the shore, where the soldiers stood
sh otiag, and J noped that by daylight
we might be recogaized and saved. The
grand o'd Mecrimac kept sinkmg. 1
wan'ed to go forward and see the dam-
age dove inere, where nearly all the
fire ' was dirscted. Oae man said that
if I rose it wounid draw -all the fire on
the rest. So I lay motionless.

It was splendid the way these men be-
haved. The fire of the soldiers, tae

The young hero knew
oothing about the destraction of Cer-
sera’s fleet until he reashed . thearmy
lines. ' He counld not- understand his.
promised exceptional promotion, bat
was overjoyed to learn that his bravery
had beea recognised by the people.
