Assembly Review

REV. C. J. BT. CLAIR JEANS,
COMMISSIONER TO PRESBY-

REVIEWS OUTSTANDING

PRESS.

In Summerside  Presbyterian
Church on Sunday forenoon, Rev,
C. J. 8t. Clair Jeans, Minister,
preached on his return from. the
General Assembly and gave an ac-
count .of some of the ouhtlndln;
controversies.

Taking as his text: “I suffer—
'| Nevertheless I am not ashamed.”—
II. Timothy 1. 12, Rev. Mr. Jeans
said:—“I suffer”, said Paul. That
meant something, Paul was no man
to mention trifling inconveniences.
That meant something more bitter
and starkly cruel than we can real-
ize. Rome was pressing her iron heel
down on the apostle, For tWwo years
he had been allowed some liberty,
some consideration, some privileges.
, The Romans kept him prisoner, but
it was a mild and easy imprison-
ment. It is even conjectured that
he was liberated, ana enabled for a
period to pursue his missionary lab-
ors. But this time there was no such
latitude. Rome had come to hate
Christianity. The Christians had
been accused of abominable crimes.
They were accused of setting fire to
the city. And so they had been tor-
' tured at the stake and flung to wild
beasts, Nero's gardens had been il-
luminated one terrible night by
human torches. 80, when Paul was
dragged back to Rome, it was to be
thrust into a foul dungeon and
treated llke a common criminal
chained with rasping and heavy
irons. And upon that ignominy was
heaped hate, and, if not hate, at
any rate contempt and ridicule for
what he stood for. Added to that
was the bitter knowledge that his
friends were ashamed to stand by
him, ashamed to be associated with
him, ashamed of the humiliation
and exposure. He suffered. He suf-
fered scorn, hatred, loneliness, mis-
understanding, He suffered injus-
tice. He suffered from the know-
ledge that things were not going
quite so well in some of the church-
es as they should. Rumors came to
him of dissension, quarrels between
individuals. He heard that his old
friends were. deserting dally —
old friends who had taken the vow
with him years before, and who
were now traitors to that vow.
And all these things as it were
came up against him with one
voice:“—Aren't you ashamed, Paul,
ashamed of your present position,
you who might shine &0 in the
world, ashamed of the stand you
have taken, ashamed of your loneli-
ness, ashamed of the ocause that
has put you in this position, ash-
amed of the cause that has such
poor disciples, ashamed of your
humiliation, you with your proud
patriclan blood, before these wast-
rels of Rome?” But the prisoner,
hearing that voice in the night,
stood up and answered with a pride
greater than any pride of birth,
“Nevertheless — nevertheless I am
not ashamed” No! Not ashamed of
what he had done, not ashamed of
what he was, not ashamed of the
cause which seemed to be in such &
precarious statel In that desperate
hour there burned like a high proud
flame within his heart the know-
ledge that he had not been un-
faithful to the trust committed to
him. And he was content to leave
the outcome with God.

Let me leave that brief exposition
of the condition and thougits of
8t. Paul in your minds for the
moment. Now let us turn to some-
thing else which has been occupy-
ing your attention and mind dur-
ing these last few weeks, I have re-
turned from the General Assembly
of the Preshyterian Church in Can-
ada in London, Ontario, to which I
was appointed commissioner. As is
the custom you look to me for some
enlightenment as to what took
place there, some word of cheer,
something to offset thé garbled and
sensational accounts in a certain
section - of the press, written by
thase who. excel neither in penetra-
tioni nor in consecration,

It was the General Assembly of
what some have been pleased to
call an outlaw Church, a rebel
Church, a nameless clan, going in
direct opposition to the declared
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law of this land. It was the Gen-
eral Assembly of a Church depriv-
ed of her property, desertd by her
avowed friends, misunderfiioq, mis-
represented, misinterpreted. It was
the General Assembly of a Church
struggling with a debt upon her by
injustice and unfairness, struggling
with a problem of unmanned flelds
and unshepherded groups, strug-

gling with the general difficulties
tacing our land and the world at
this time, It was the General As-
sembly of a church driven almost
a8 1t were into the wilderness for
the sake of the faith that was in
her, persecuted and scorned and
vilified because she dared to re-
main true to the anclent trust, It

then, to that Church sitting in
quiet council, there comes a letter

from the friends who left her, re-
minding her of the injustice per-
petrated in 1925, an utterly uncalled
for letter—a letter written with the
world in its present condition, with
the storm tossed souls of men and
women crying out for the gospel of

Christ, when old scores and battles
ought to be forgotten and some

salvation of our country — that let-
ter, I say, came to us, bitter, hard,
cold. What could we do, or say, or
think, when we were startled by the
announcement that a delegation
bearing greetings awaited us from
that Church? If that letter had not
come we would have received them
without hesitation. Even as it was
there was a disposition to give a
cordial welcome. We hesitated, re-
! oovering breath, and pondered. Oan
' you wonder? Then the matter was
| referred to a committee. We did not
refuse to hear the delegation. We
asked time to consider the situation
as is the Presbyterian custom. And
then before we could do so the del-
egation was withdrawn. Then all
over the country there arose the
chorus of disapproval lead by cer-
tain cheap and unthinking news-
papers that here . was a bigoted
Church, a narrow Church, a hating
Church, an unchristian Church—a
Church that indeed deserved to be
called a cult‘of Anti-Christ. (to use
the graclous language of the
‘Christian Century’ of Chicago.)
It 1s a lle—an abominable lie. We
have suffered, we suffer, we have
been called'nameless, we have been
taunted, we have been maligned by
writers whose last consideration
seems to be the truth, But we are
not ashamed! We are not ashamed
of what we have done. We are not
ashamed of what we are, We have
kept faith with the past. We shall
keep faith, please God, with the
future,
Let us turn to-a further consider-
ation. There was the case of the
difficulties at Knox College, where
we train students for the ministry.
Two professors could not see eye
to eye, They were entirely incom-
patible. It deepened into a steady
antipathy—an impossible ana nor-
rible condition in a Christlan and
Presbyterian College. We were fac-
ed by that situation. With all our
other troubles, that was added.
There were not wanting people to
sneer at our difficulties. There
were not wanting people who ‘sald
that scandalous things were going:
on. There were not wanting people
who hoped that the General As-
sembly would go to pieces over the
problem, But the General Assembly
did not go to pleces. Nor was it
afrald to bring the thing out in
the open and discuss it. Nor was it
afrald to proceed to a settlement.
And it did it in courageous and de-
cided fashion. In what other or-
ganization in the world would you
see such a delicate matter brought
out into the open and thrashed out
to & decision, I tell you it was a
courageous thing to do. We suffer-
ed—but we are not ashamed. And
Knox College and the Church will
go on undaunted.
Go on to the other major con-
sideration—the question of finance.
The times are evil, hardship is
everywhere, Many Churches have
been stampeded into taking hasty
and frantic steps towards a so-
called economy. The General As-
sembly of our Church was faced
with a situation more serious than
that of most. With all our commit-
ments, with all our tremendous ef-
forts, with all the weariness and
fatigue attendant on those efforts,
with a heavy debt, (a debt, by the
way, considerably reduced by the
herolc endeavours of Ex-Moderator
Brown) it might appear that we
also would have been stampeded
into taking hasty steps, and, like
the anclent children of Israel,
breaking down the houses to fortity
the wall, And again there were not
wanting those who belleved that
we were in an impossible situation—
that, faced with such a burden, and
such probability of further harde
ships for our pecple, we wotld be
forced to curtail our efforts and
work in a very serlous way. But the
good and quiet and cool sense of
Presbyterians prevailed. We dis-
cussed our situation fully and open-
ly. And we came to the conclusion
that we would ‘carry on’ trusting in
the providence of God, and in the
high hearts and generous hands of
Presbyterian people throughout
Oanada. Where economy was pos-
sible it was used; where we could
discontinue, it was done. But the
missionary effort of our Church will
still go on; and in flelds where
hard pressed ministers on augment-
ed stipends are laboring to attend
three or four stations in all weath~
ers, we will not place any further
hardship on them by decreasing
their small incomes,
We suffer—nevertheless, we are
not ashamed. We are confronted by
serious days and a serious situation,
Nevertheless we will not go into &
panic, Material resources may be
