Nagato Sunk

BIKINI, July 30— (Tuesday)—
The Japanese battleship Nagato,
mortally wounded by the under-
water atomic bomb explosion July
25, sank during the nght. /

The Nagato, third major ship to
succumb to the blast, remained 80
dangerously radloactive to the end
that no one could approach with-
in 100 feet of her. The other
major ships sunk were the battle-
ship Arkansas and the carrier
Saratoga.

Atomic test officlals had plan-
ned to tow the Japanese vessel to
sea for destruction so as to clear
the Bikini anchorage.

Seabees already were at work
preparing for the third atomic
bombing test, the deep explosion
scheduled for some time next year,
although there has been no offic-
ial word from Washington that
shis experiment actually will be
carried out. Some experts have

indicated that authorities have
not fully made up their minds
concerning it.

Purpose of an explosion at a
greater depth would be to force
most of the bomb’'s power into the
water, creating a hammer eflect
against hulls. In Thursday's shal-
low test. an undisclosed depth, it
was estimated that apparently
fully half the force of the bomb
was expended upward into thes
alr.
