Exception has been taken to the terms Empire
and Imperialism as applied to the British Com-
monwealth. We hear little of this crticism now
that we are at war, but it used to be argued that
we were a “federation” and not an Empire, that
the latter word was someliow derogatory to our
status under the Westminster Act. We know
now that the nationalists were wrong, and the
Imperialists right. We are an Empire, and it is
“the whole and its unity” not the part and its in-
dependence, upon which our safety depends. In-
deed, we are embracing an even wider concep-
tion than Empire when we speak today of the
United Nations.

No finer definition of British Imperialism has
been given than in the words of His Majesty
King George VI, in the course of a speech given
here in Canada a few months before the out-
break of the war. “It is not in power or wealth
alone, nor in dominion over other peoples,” said
His Majesty, “that the true greatness of an Em-
pire consists. Those things are but the instru-
ments; they are not the end or the idea. The end
is freedom, justice and peace i equal measure
for all, secure against attack from without and
within, It is only' by adding to the spiritual
dignity and material happiness of human life in
all its myriad homes that an Empire can claim
to be of service to its own peoples and to the
world.”

“Always Preserve Your Dignity”’

Everybody’s doing it now, or will be before
we war ends. Doing what? Why, cycling. It's
quite-the fashion, A mainland exchange is to be
commended, therefore, for resurrecting a ‘“‘code
of manners for gentlemen cyclists” which dates
back to 1807. Iere it is, and an excellent code
at that:

“In mounting, a gentleman  who is accom-
panying a lady holds her-wheel. When the end
of the ride is reached, the man quickly dis-
mounts and is at his companion’s side to assist

from 9 per cent to 73 per cent. Their resources
of iron ore were limited to 7 per cent of the
world supply but now it is 45 per cent. They even
have 35 per cent of the wheat acreage of the
world, against 13 per cent at the beginning of the
conflict, Their crude oil supply is 7 per cent of
the total as against 4 of one per cent two and a
half years ago. What the Axis nations have gain-
ed the United Nations have obviously lost, and raw
materials have become the greatest limiting factor
in North American production.

A few weeks ago, Mr. R. C. Berkinshaw,
chairman of the Wartime Industries Control
Board, obviously had this in mind when he told
a Toronto audierice that: “Up to six months ago,
the United Nations controlled sources of essential
raw materials far superior to those then avail-
able to the Axis powers. It was not until Japan
struck with cataclysmic suddenness that our
statistical stock pile superiority vanished before
our eyes.” All this adds up to the unpleasant fact
that Canadian, as well as American, civilians must
be prepared to do with less. From now on, we
shall experience a lack of supplies which will re-
duce per capita civilian consumption to the deep-
est levels of the last depression.  Belts must be
tightened ; non-essential activities curtailed or eli-
minated. But out of what Mr. Leon Henderson
calls these “glorious scarcities,” we shall find a
solution which will mean not only the “winning
of the war but discovering the world of tomor-
row.”

It is interesting to note that the Washington

Inventions To Win
The War

(Leonard L. Knott, in Canadian
Business

)

Last year 7,000 Canadians in-
vented = something which they
thought would win the war and of-
fered it to their country., Few of
them sought any reward, except vic-
tory, but all of them added that if
their inventions had any commer=
cial possibilities, apart from winning
the war, they would like to collect
some royalties.

Every year .Canadians invent
things and the patent offices are
kept busy registering their clalms,
handing out numbers and filing
their plans and drawings and de-
tailed descriptions. But only in war-
t.me does the inventor get a real
break, for whether he has filed a
patent application or not, his brain
child gets expert scrutiny from a
man or group of men able and eager
to put his idea into practice if it is
even reasonably sound. In peace-
time the inventor may be consider-
ed a pest or a crackpot, but today he
receives all the encow'agement in
the world from the powers that be
and, if he’s missed the boat with one
try, he’s cordially invited to come
back again.

To make sure that things Cana-
adians invent get a fair trial and
that Canadian inventors get a new
deal, the Dominion Government es-
tablished in January 1940 a section
of the Naticnal Research Council
known as tiie Inventions Board, Al-
ready by that time the wartime
flow of inventions frem patriotic in-
ventors had commenced and plans
and specifications were being ship-
ped helter-skelter to cffices and de-
partments in the vast Nat.onal Re-
search Council building on Sussex
street in the - nation’s capital, to
varicus Government departments,
and to officers of the army, navy
and air force. Hundreds of people
obviously had ideas about winning
the war but did not know what to
do with them. Establishment of the
Inventions Board was the answer,
and detailed instructicns were pre-
pared and printed for distribution
to all who wanted to know what to
do with their inventions.

Inventors were not slow to take
advantage of this new sct-up and by
the end of 1940 scme 3,000 inven-
tlons had been received, examined
and for the most part, unfortunate-
ly rejected, From the standpoint of
the inventors, may of whom have
undoubtedly stayed awake all night
thinking about some pet plan to
outwit Hitler, that is the sad part
of tiie story. But there are some en-
couraging aspects to it perhaps
most of them do not realize.

PR

First, officials connected with the
Inventions Board, say it is a mistake
to think that most inventors are
crack-pots or that their inventions
are of the Boob McNutt variety.
The majority cf ideas submitted to

r the board are tnhoroughly sound, in

may cases quite praciical and
usually well designed  and though
out, The chief reason for rejection
is that the same idea, in perhaps
some other form, is already in use
and scmetimes in secret use, so that
even the unfortunate inventor wuo
submits it canont be informed open-
ly why his plan has been turned
down.

A second common reason for re-
Jjection is that the idea advanced,
while it might be quite practical
would take years to develop and by
that time the war might Dhave been
won or lost. In other words, there
is not time dur.ng a war to test, de-
velop, experiment and work with
an inventoin that requires a com-
plete substituticn for -metheds- or
equipment now in use. In th's cate-
gory fall the new type engines,
rocket ships and guns or munitions
which operate under entirely new
principles,

A third, and less common reason
for rejection, is that the invention
if adopted might, through failure to
operate under all conditions, be less
useful than the present device, For
instance, officials point out, one of
the most common of all inventions
submitted to tize board is a varia-
tion of a new  type carburettor
which is designed to reduce con-
sumption of fuel, This, by the way,
has been a  particularly popular
type of invention since introduction
of gasoline rationing and publicity
about the shortage of oil. One such
device submitted worked out very
well under tests and did convince ex=
aminers that it would increase mile-
age. But, officials added, the device
had to be attached to the equip-
ment in such a way that if it should
be even the slightest bit out of line
it would completely fail to function.
In that case the military vehicle
would be without gas at all, which
would be much worse than simply
consuming more gas than it should,

The fourth class of invention to
get a refection slip is the imprac-
tical, perhaps some pecple might
call it crazy, idea that entitles its
creator to a padded cell, This is the
smallest group of all and, officials
point out with some secret amaze-
ment, only four perpetual motion in-
ventions were received last year.
The four who submitted them re-
ceived polite replies which may or
may not have indicated that these
inventions were already in use.
Only one of them'wrote back and
ia;cused the examiner of stealing his

Sir:—The accimpanying instruc-
tive letter from Dr. G. H, Bar-
ton, Deputy Minster, Dep:. of Ag-
riculture Ottawa, places the Do-
minion Governmeni, in the matter
of the installation of a delydrat-
ing p.ant in Prince Edward Island,
in a much more satsficiary poii-
tion than has bzen suppezed loc:lly
during the past few days. What
tie Ottawa Government has bzen
doing so far has been simcly to ex-
perment w.ih a view to perfact ng
metticds, utiiizng for the purpes:
existing dehydraticn plants in
British C:lumbia, Nova Szo.a and
On'ario, whioh plants have b.ea
instituted chiefly for the evaror-
at'ng of apples and cother fruits,

These experiments, asrarsntly,
are meeting with satisfa tery re=
sults. On the other hand, the de-
mand for the dehydrated p oiucts
has not yet been establisned, If
and when that has besn done there
secms to ke No reescn  why  this
Province, so particularly cap-ble of
grewing fruits and vegetables to
advantage, should not bhave at least
one dehydrating plant installed
under Dominicn Government sup-
ervision. Presumably the financing
of the plant would ke elfected, at
least partially, as a private ent:r-
prise. In any event our Provincial
Government will no doubt kecep in
close touch with the Oftawa au-
thorities, so that the p’ant may be
installed. prior to the 1942 harve:t
of potatoes and turnips. The sav-
ing to our farmers as a-.result of
the evapcrating prccess is very real
for the freight charges shou
exceed one-seventh of that now
belng P”d for delivering our pro-
ducts to Quebec, Ontar'o and the
United States, while the saving
