" Reference was made recently in these col-
umns to the delegation from the National Far-
mers’ Union of Great Britain now on tour in
Australia, which is scheduled to arrive short-
ly at Vancouver for a stay of several weeks
in the Dominion, Hope was expressed that
in preparing the itinerary of the Canadian tour,
Prince Edward Island would not be forgotten.
1t is reassuring to note that plans for the re-
ception of the British delegation are in the com-
petent hands of the national office of the Can-
adian Fedenation of Agriculture, which has been
in" touch with the delegation since its depart-
ure from Great Britain last November, and
that every Province will be visited.

A statement on the subject has been issued
by Mr. H. H. Hangam, president of the Can-
adian Federation of Agriculture. “It s hoped,”
Mr. Hanmean says, “that the British delegation
will have the opportunity of meeting represen-
tetives of the primary producers in all prov-
inces, and to this end the Federation is ask-
ing its provincial affiliates to arrange suitable
trips and meetings in each Province, by which
the delegation will see something .of farming
conditions in Canada and have an opportunity
to discuss matters of mutual interest with farm
leaders. It is also hoped that we will be able to
discuss plans for a conference of farmer organ-
izations of all Allied Nations. Such a confers
ence was proposed last year by the Canadian
Federation, but wartime conditions made it im-
possible to lay definite plans. We in organized
agriculture in Canada feel, however, that such
a conference should not be long delayed, and we
are glad to learn that our British, New Zeal-
and, and Australian farmer friends apparently
feel the same way. American national farmer
organications have already intimated to the Can-
adian Federation their definite interest in an in-
ternational farmers’ conference.”

The British delegation is headed by Mr. J.
Turner, vice-president of the National Far-
mers’ Union of England and Wales, and it in-
cludes Messrs. Giles Tuker, of the Union, Wil-
liam Young, senior vice-president' of the Na-
tional Farmers Union and Chamber of Agri-
culture of Scotland, and George Ervine, deputy
president of the Ulster Farmers’ Union.

As previously noted, the delegation is con-
veying to the producer organizations in the
Dominions an invitation to be represented at a
preliminary conference to be held in London,
England, in October next, preparatory to a
wider international conference of primary pro-
ducers later on. :

Muzzling Soldier Candidates

It seems highly unfortunate, says the
Globe and Mail, that the authorities at Ottawa
should have seen fit to include in their regula-
tions governing the political candidacies of ser-
vicemen a sort of muzzling order which must
seriously impair their freedom of speech. One
provision forbids service candidates to “disclose
any information the disclosure of which would
be prejudicial to the safety of the State, of the
effective prosecution of the war, or any informa-
tion of a service nature which they have acquired
in the course of their duties as members of the
forces.”

The first part of this prohibition is justifi-
able, and any service candidate who hindered
the effective prosecution of the war would de-
serve some penalty. But the second part is a
ban of an absurdly sweeping character. It would
prevent service candidates from discussing such
Matters as the inadequacy of reinforcements or
the quality of armaments and supplies, ques-
tions in which our fighting men and their fam-
ilies are intensely interested. It would debar
them from arraigning the policy of the Govern-
ment in any matter relating to the management
of the war on the strength of experiences which
they had gained iy the fighting line or behind it.

There are no comparable provisions either

in Britain or the United States, so far as can !

be learned. Provided service candidates make
no disclosures which would give valuable ine
formation to the enemy, they are free to dis-
cuss on public platforms any subject connected
with the war. They have no greater and no less
freedom than
form, and instances are not lacking in which
the common cause has been well served by the
frank criticisms hy these.

Naturally, the foremost interests of service
candidates are the fortunes of their comrades-
in-arms and the satisfactory solution of their
problems; and they are the subjects upon which
they can talk with great authority. Such a
sweeping prohibition as has been enacted will
tend to discourage able young men of  the
fighting forces from entering politics, or handi-
cap them if they have already entered, and for
this reason, as well as in the name of common
sense, it should either be wiped out or radically
amended,
