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Our Trade With Switzerland Failing

Preliminary trade statistics show that, while
the value of purchases of Swiss manufactured
articles by Canadian consumers increased mat-
erially during the year 1937 as compared with
that of the previous twelve months, imports of
Canadian products were much below the figure
for 1936, writes Mr. J. A. Langley, Canadian
Trade Comniissioner at Rotterdam, in the cur-
rent issue of the Commercial Intelligence
Journal. This is more clearly illustrated by the
fact that the value of imports from Canada de-
creaged from 26,681,608 francs (one Swiss
franc equals approximately 23 cents Canadian)
in 1936 to 23,312,118 francs in 1937, a falling
off of 3,360,580 francs or approximately 12.6
per cent. On the other hand, the value of Can-
adian imports of Swiss goods increased from 8-
377,580 francs in 1936 to 15,217,116 francs in
1937, an increase of 6,839,527 francs or rough-
ly 81.6 per cent. .

Arrivals of wheat from Canada during 1937
were valued at 16,349,000 francs, whereas im-
ports during 1036 were valued at 23,515,000
franes. Imports of Canadian barley were valu-
ed at 1,372,000 francs in 1937, none being shown
for the previous vear. The value of purchase of
rve showed an increase of 57,000 francs over
that for 1936, and the value of oats from Can-
ada increased from 312,000 francs to 320,000
francs. Imports of frozen and canned fish re-
mained at about the same level as for previous
years—approximately 100,000 francs in value.

Under the heading of raw materials, imports
of horse and cattle hair from the Dominion in-
creased from a value of 100.000 francs in 1936
to 400,000 francs during 1937, and aluminum
from 200,000 to 300,000 francs. Purchases of
copper declined from 1.600,000 francs to 600,
000 francs. Arrivals of raw skins were valued
at about 200,000 francs in each of these years.

Carl von Ossietzky, the German
pacifist to whom was awarded the
obel peace prize, is dead. As the
winner, he received little more
than abuse at home. One conse-
quence wag the Nazi decree that
the international awards hence-
forth could not be received by Ger-
mans and the establishment of sub-
stitute German prizes for liter-
ature and science. Naturally, the
Germans award no “peace prize,”
for the desire for peace is not in
Germany regarded as a virtue,
Paradoxically it was the Nazi
regime which got the chief benefit
of the von Ossietzky award, for the
transference of funds into Ger-
many provided so much additional
“International exchange,” ich
the Nazi regime seized upon and
doubtless used to buy needed sup-
plies of food or raw material for
war munitions, a perversion of the
purpose of the award surels, Ger-
man marks, to what was regarded
as an equivalent ynder German ex-

ONE CAUSE OF THE SO-CALLED
CHRONIC APPENDIX
SYMPTOMS

Most physicians agree that in
cases acute appendicitis—in-
creased temperature  and pulse
rate, increase in white corpuscles
of blood, tightening of the abdo-
men—operation should be perfor=-
med, and the earlier the better.

In cases of chronic appendicitis
however there is not the same
agreement = as to coperation, be-
cause, unforiunately, many phy-
sicians have had cases where no
improvement followed cperation
and some cases appeared definite~
ly worse.

Many physicians are of the opin~
ion that these attacks of “chronic
appendicitis” are due {0 adhesions,

¢t is the raw surface of two ad-
jeining parts of the intestine have
got ‘“siuck” tcgether, cavling a

“pull” on the nerves of the region.
The opening of the abdomen to
correct this condition has not al-
ways given resuits, as new adhes-
jons apparently form, and even
if no adhesions form the symp-~
toms continue.

What may be the explanation of
many cases of this so-called chrenic
appendicitis—constant pain in ap-
pendix region—is given by Dr.
W.A. Brandon, Manitcba, In the
Canadian  Medical  Association
Journal, who states that the pain,
colic, dragging, and other symp-
toms are due to fibrous bands —
present at birth— which have
fastened the last part of the small
intestine and first part of the
large intestine together instead of
allowing them to remain free from
one another as in the normal indi-
vidual

Dr. Bigelow reports the results
of removing these bands in the
cure of cases of so-called ‘chronic
appendix”. 00 :

“A questionnaire was sent out
in January 1937 to only those on
whom the removal of the appen-
dix had been done elsewhere, pre-
vious to our operation for the re-
moval of these bands. None of the
patients included in this had
received any relief whatever from
the removal of the appendix it-
self. Only oné question was asked.
“Have you been completely re-
lieved of your onessided pain since
we removed these bands?” One
hundred and forty seven answers
were received from a total number
of 161. Of this number 136 report-
eez cured and 11 reported not cur-

The thought then is that in
cases of so-g-mlled chrenic  appen-
dicitis, when no relief has foll~w-
ed operation. the possibility that
these ‘‘constricting” bands may be
causine the should be
remembered.
