Kingdom. Itspurpose isto present full
illustrations of the products and - manu-
facturers of the British Empire, its depea-
dencies, dominions and colonies, and also
the largest possible representation from
other countries. Large pavilions are be-
ing erected by the Russian and Japanese
g )vesnment to exhibit the products of
these countries on a unique scale. The
Indian Empire will have a section in it-
self, and practically every country in the
world will be represented including
Persia and Morocco, for whom character-
istic buildings have been specially erected.

The exposition will continue until
November, and will not be opened by
King Edward VIL,as was at first in-
tended, but by either the Duke of
Connaught or the Duke of Fife.
The site of the exhibition is the Kelvin-
grave park, where the exhibition of 1888
was held.” The exposition resultedina
profit of $280,000, which.  was raised by
saubseriptions 1£0,$630, 000.. The whole sum
was devoted to the construction ofa per
manent art gallery and museum in the
park. Thisstructure is now complet.edg
‘and the new exhibition is iniended to
commemorate its completion as well as to

The exhibi-
bition is controlled by the municipality.o
Glasgow, but its financial success is
guaranted by a fund of $2,500,000, sub-
scribed by prominent citizens. Any
surplus the exhibition may leave will be
devoted to the purposes of the gallery and
museum, but profit'is not aimed at.

The exposition covers an area of 73 acres
on the bank of the river Kelvin, a tribu-
tary tothe Clyde. and under the shadow
of the stately classic buildings of the
University of Glargow. The permanent
art galleries form the necleus of the plan

Spanish reraisaance, and
buildings are modeled in harmony with
the permanent building.

The maine buildings, including the art
gallery, cover an area of about 20 acres.
The industrial section, which is sur-
mounted by a grand dome, is 700 feet
long, 360 feet wide and covers nearly six
acres. Through the centre runs the main
avenue 700 feet:.long, 93 feet wide and
about 70 feet high. The dom: is 230
feet from the ground, the highest pinn-
acle in the- building, 80 feet in diameter

Four white towers rise to a height of
aboyt 180 feet, and. running round, 100
feet up, there is a huge balconyi 400 feet
in circumference and averaging £5 feet
