OTTAWA, Aug. 1 — (CP) —The

closed ajrports in Northern Can-
ada, each costing more than $7,~§
000,000 was made known today as
Prime Minister MacKenzie King
announced terms under which the
government has arranged to take
over all United States Interests in
permanent wartime air line install-
ations.

The actual cost of the obligation
assumed by the Canadian govern-
ment in Canadian funds is close
to $120,000,00. This covers. the
northwest staging route from Ed-
monton to Alaska, a  telephone

from Edmonton to Alaska,
and the northeast staging route,
details of which have been closely=
wrapped military secrets until now.

Parts of that three-pronged north-
east route to Europe are United
States-bullt airports at Fort Chimo
on Ungava Bay, costing $9,686,420;
at Frobisher Bay on Baffin Island,
costing $8,066,700; at Southamp-
ton Island at the northern end of
Hudson Bay costing $7,043, 200.

Included also in the settlement is
a $3,627,980 United States-built
alrport at Mingan, Que., on the
north shore of the St. Lawrence
River opposite Anticost! Island.

The glant airport at Goose Ray,
Labrador, was built as a Canadian
undertaking at a cost of $9,950,600
and forms a unit in the network of
air lines now disclosed as thread-
ing over the unpopulated places
of Northern Canada and
designed to enable planes
to move to Europe by a variety of
routes or go out to strike an in-
vader approaching America on
either the northwest or the north-
eastern corner.

Announcement was  previously
made that Canada would assume
the full cost of permanent instal-
lations on the northwest stagin
route and the Edmonton - Alaska
telephone line.
