private parties. Subject to confirma-
tion by Congress, the American
government ' will postpone all pay-
ments upon the debts of foreign
governments to the American gov-
ernment’ payable during the fiscal
year beginning July 1 next, condi-
tional on ‘a like postponement for
one year of all payments on inter-
governmental debts owing the im-
portant creditor powers.

Therefore, reparations is necessar-
ily wholly a European problem
with which we have no relation.

“1 do not approve in any remote
sense of the cancellation of the
debts to us; World' confidenice would
not be enhanced by such - action,
None of our debtor nations have
ever suggested it. But as the basis
of the settlement of the sald debts
was the capacity under normal con-
ditions of ‘thé debtor to pay, W
should be consistent with our own
policies ahd principles if’ we take
into account the abnormal situa-
tion now existing in the world. I
am sure the American people have
no desire to attempt to extract any
sum beyond the capacity of any
debtor to pay, and it i our view
that broad vision requires that our
Government “should" recognize the
situation as it exists.

“This course of action is entire:
ly consistent with the policy which
we have hitherto pursued. We are
not involved in the discussion of
strictly European problems, of
which the payment ‘of German re-
parations is one. It represents our
willingness to make a contribution
to the early restoration of world
prosperity in which our own people
ha%e so deep an interest. I wish
