NEW YORK, Oct. 4.—Part of the
world's series this year will be
played in baseball’s greatest play-
ground, Yankee Stadium, the first
wonder of the baseball world, bullt
on the Bronx side of the Harlem
River by the New York Americaa
League club at an estimated cost
of more than $2,500,000,

About ten acres of ground, pur-
chased from the estate of ‘William
Waldort Astor of Colonels T. L.,
Huston and Jacob Ruupert, then
Joint owners of the Yankees, were
utilized in providing the great sta:
dlum. It was said that the grouad
cost $600,000. Some of the land
Was dilled In, the filling-in process
at various ‘places serving to keep
out the waters of the Harlem, which
in years gone by ebbed and flowed
over it, ‘ ;

The leveling of the fleld was
completed in 1921 and the con:
struction of the triple deck’ stand
started in the Spring of 1922 Sad.

The triple-deck stand, a novelty
in baseball, includes a mezzanine
floor. Wide ceats, with ample aisle
room assure fans a good view of
the playing field from every angle.
