OTTAWA, Nov. 12—(CP)—Can- |
ada's 1941 wheat crop was esti-
mated teday by the Dominion
Bureau of Statistics at 302,625,000
bushels compared with 551,390,000
in 1940.

The figure was contained in the
bureau’s second seasonal estimate
and represented a decrease of 3,-

placed a% 353,346,000 bushels, a re-
duction of 4,609,000 bushels from
the September estimate and 27,-
180,000 bushels lower than the 1940
crop, Decreased output was com-
mon to all provinces except Nova
Scotla, Quebec and Manitoba, |
with the principal decrease occur-
ring in A'berta.
