A discussion of the general prin-
cipies underlying a  progressive
gene.c improvement may give fox
breeders a clearer insight regarding,
on the one hand, the extent to
whick good judgment must be exer-
cised te develop desirable types, and
on the other the limit to which se-
Jection, no matter how Judiciously
carried oul, can or will influencs
a progressive genetic improvement,
A progressive genetic improvement
wil result from breeding along
sound fundamental lines, bug it
must not be confused with the re-
ults obtained when breeding for a
certa'n type, which may or may no;
be a4 progressive genetic improve-
ment.

In the last few years there has
been a swing in the market to-
wards full silvers, which are most
in demand at present, with the re-
sult that fox breeders have been
breeding for pales and extra pales.
Foxes in the ranches now present
an entirely different picture than
that of a tew years previously, Con-
sidering the relatively dark type' of
foxes tformng the breeding stock
ol the majority of ranches, when
the market began to swing towards
1 it is to the credtt of yox
breeders that they have risen to
the occasion and in a very short
period are producing g Prepond-
rance of pale and extra pale silvers
to meet the demand. But that by
no means can be caimed to be a
progressive genetic improvement; it
15 simply & successful achievement
to produce a type of foxes that the
market demands,

Ol course with sound breeding
ods there should still be a pro-
ve genetic improvement, in-
dependent  of whether  the fox
oreeders are attempting to breed
sither silvers or medium or dark
ppedium foxes. The present drift be-
g towards all silvers would not
be expected to retard a true pro-
gressive improvement, If the mar-
ket should swing in a few years to-
wards dark or medium silvers, un-
doubtedly the fox brceders would
rise to the occasion and would pro-
duce a prepondrance of dark and
medinm foxes, and by the time the
breeding stock became mostly me-
diwn’and dark silvers, the progres-
sive genetic development would be
no more or no less than if there
had been a continued demand for
I um and dark silvers, and the
fox breeders had been continua 1

striving to produce dark and medi- |

Genetic Improvement

Fox breeders, to preduce a certain I
type, must continually pe making
a discreet selection in breeding their
foxes, particularly with regard to
producing any desirable types of
silver, conformation ang o.her fa-
vourab’e characters, but a progres-
sive genetic improvement, is more
dependent upon breeding along
sound, fundamental lines than on
the judgment of the breeder. Breed-
ing authorities wil] not recognize
that the selection made by the
breeders has or could influence to
& pronounced extent the progres-
sive genetic improvement that has
taken place ' with different breeds
of animals; in any case the effect!
wauld only be very &light, The in- |
dividual inherited traits of foxes
and of all mammals are innumer- |
able. At the present time no actual
measure has been made of the vast-
ness of their number, At the pest
only a very few traits have been
recognized, and probably there are
‘ess such traits with silver foxes
than with other animals. Consider-
ing the small number of traits that
could be selected and recognized in
comparison with the host of un-
identified characters, it could not
be expected that selection wou]di‘
influence a progressive genetic im-
provement. Selection simply help;!
i to breed to a type when that type |
| has been recognized. Fox breeclcrsl
can achieve a great deal by exercis- |
ing their judgment discreetly, but |
many attempt ‘the impossible and
because they inevitably fail are in-
clined to blame the foxes rather |
than question their own ability and
judgment, As the matings planned |
invariab’y did not produce the re- |
sults to  their expectations they !
have drifted into indifferent meth-
ods of breeding.

Improper Feeding

Examination of the pelts coming
into the different co-operative mar- |
keting establishments, clearly show |
the fact that numerous good foxes
are ruined by improper feeding, as
would be expected the way the ma-
Jority of foxes are fed at the pres-
ent time, but that is not evidence |
that the foxes are getting worse, |
but that they have not been fed
properly. One might just as well
say that there is no improvement
in automobiles because somebody

! tried to drive a 1937 model without
oil. Further, the examination also
shows that there is an enormous
number of off-type pelts being plac-
ed upon the market during these
last two years, which is evidence
that the foxes are not being mated
properly. The very best foxes will
produce spurious offsprings if mated
irrationally. One thing is quite cer-
tain that the majority of fox breed-
ers are not giving enough thought
and attention to a systematic meth-

Thg-rc
is probably no other livestork in-
dustry that would survive the
haphazard methods of mating as |
that carried out in the silver fox |
industry|. It is only because pelt-
ing gives the opportunity to imme-
diately eliminate the misfits and by
luck there happens to be sufficient
fluke offspring to replenish the
brecding stock, that the industry
has not gone to the wall long ago,

Many ranches I have visited an-
nually during these last ten years
have made a remarkable improve-
ment in their breeding stock, yet
they have no system whatever n
mating their foxes. I have suggest-
ed that it would well repay to work
out some system and one rcpl}ed,
as far as they could see they might
as well select their female pups by
placing the numbers in a hat and
draw also for the matings as going
o -a-lot -of--trouble;-if--they can ge.
their females mated they do not
worry about anything else. Out ot [
the six or seven hundred pups pro-
duced annually there had always
been a sufficient number of fiuke
results not only to maintain but
slightly improve their breeding
stock. Their salvation has been
breeding within their own breeding
stock.

Pelt Quality

It has never been my contention
that the quality of the pelts pro- |
cuced at the precent time is on a
par with the improvement that
there has been in the breeding fox: |
es. While I have felt that I must f
conscientiously state that from. my
observations there was an 1mpxov€-

So far as Canada is concerned
in the breeding of pigs there is a
strong tendency to concentrate on
the bacon type. While this type is
not confined exclusively to any one
kind, some breeds lend themselves
moreso than others to the produc-
tion of the class of bacon mostly
in demand.

“It is true that the majority of
farmers breed hogs for market, and
S0 are not particular about regis-
tration, though a pure-bred boar
should always be .used, as| he| Is
more certain to have this type fix-
ed by several genersvons of care-
ful breeding and, consequently, is
much more likely to give you more
uniform results than a grade. '

Pigs for breeding should always ;
be sclected from large litters orl
good uniform type, If this method '
is followed, one may be fairly
certain in having large litters of
gd0d bacon type hogs.

Farmers who are near a stock-
vard for example may be able to
purchase store pigs for feeding and
finishing that will pay him some
profit, but ordinarily it is better to
breed your own pigs for feeding.
In this way you can get hogs of a
good quality and you can arrange
the arrival of your litters to be fed
off in six months and be market-
able at a time when pork is likely
to command the best prices, i

There are two periods in the
year when hogs have usually had
a firm market and producers shouid
aim to be ready for that market,
and to be ready with hogs that

have been fed so as to weigh ap-

proximately 200 pounds when six
months old. Feeding hogs until
they are eight or nine months old
in order to reach market weights
means losing profits that belong to
the -big feeder. A hog's time is
worth a good desl when you are
marketing him for pork. Keep him
going every day.

The Canadian market for hogs
is generally strong in August and
September, and again
and April. This is not an inviol-
ate rule, and will vary to some ex-
tent, but to plan for delivery|about
these times has been a very good
rule of recent years,

To meet the August and Sep-
tember market it will be necessary
to have pigs farrowed in February
and March. This is early and they
require more attention, but it is
usually only the* things that re~
quire attention that pay dividends,

The March and April  markets
can be met by pigs farrowed in
September and October., This is a
good time for young pigs
for-winter- feeding, Late litters in
the spring mean also late litters in
the autumn, if you are breeding
twice a year, so that the man who
drops back in this business finds
himself just about a jump behind
the top prices all the time.

Nothing is more fatal to farm-
ing than being behind with any
farming operation, Keeping up with
the procession is highly "important
to every man making a living on
the land.

Hogs are produced quickly, and
farmers frequently fancy they can
get into them when the price is
l_ligh and out when it drops. This
s mot good policy. ,Men who try
this lose when going out, as it is
only when the price has dropped
that they quit, anq they fail to
get in again in time to make the
profit on the rise in values,

It may pay to breed less exten-
sively when hog prices begin going
down, but by no means should a
farmer go completely out. He
should always keep up a fair stock,
50 when values begin to stiffen

years go, yet T must more emphat-
icaily set. forth that the quality of
the pe.ts coming unto the market
is away below and no way near
the standard of the breeding stock
throughout the country, I am more
than  doubly conscious that in re-
cent months I have visited ranch-
es where out of common decency 1
have forced myself to tell the own-
ers that their breeding stock was‘
down: to such a level that it was

an injustice to other fox breeders |
to breed an inferior type of foxes,
but they are the exception rather

than the rule, and repeatedly in
visiting the ranches 1 have been
amazed at the general improvement

in the breeding stock, and from the

facts that I have seen and from

those that have come to my at-

tention I cannot, begin in any way
to condone with the content on

that the foxes are gett'ng worse, 1

Al not the least surprsed at the
class of pelts that are being mar-

keted at the present time, Receiv-

ing as I have recently nearly a

score of foxes within a few days

from two or three different ranch-

es that have died after being fed

commercial feeds, how can any-

thing else be expected? I have pre-

viously mentioned the handicap fox

breeders are wo king under wih

regard to their food supply. Even |
the very best breeders are only us-

ing half breedinz methods, not to

mention the general haphazard

methods throughout the fox indus-

try, which condit ons wil] inevitably

lead to a wholesale production of

spurious and off type pelts from

real good foxes on account of the

fact that through a lack of the

proper standards the fox breeders

have failed to cope with their breed-

ing problems.

Frederick Huth & Company to
their own extensive undertakings,
This removed a very aggressive and
active fur consignment firm, but
apparently it has not had a dam-‘
aging effect on the market, as both |
the Hudson's Bay Company and‘
Lampson’s sales for December were
strong, with approximately 9¢ pcl"
cent of offerings sold with rislngf
prices,

Lampson’s say: “We catalogued |
21,143 skins and are pleased to re- |
port a large attendance of buyers |
and spirited competition for ail|
color phases, especially the fine |
grades of clear, full-silvery and
three-quarter silvery, as well as for |
the lower grades costing up to g '
each. It was noticeable that there |
was a much better demand for ¢
and quarter-silvery kin
than has existed for some consid-
erable time, X

The quality and color were in
average somewhat better than (e
previous season'’s skins and we are
pleased to report that over 90 per
cent was sold. In average the of-
fering sold at 71% per cent advance.
In view of the strong demand still
existing, we anticipate a satisfac-
tory sale of silver fox at the auc-
tions to be held in January,”

our readers more than the prices
obtained for our products, the writ -
er has gone to considerable trouble
to figure out Lampson’s statement
