Yesterday the professors off Ger-
man culture were given their answ-
er. It was not ceremoniously pre-
sented, and it was not couched in
the careful, dignified phraseology
of a diplomatic  dispatch. It
Was flung scornfully, violently,
with immeasurable and stinging
contempt, flung straight in the in-
solent face of German Culture, by
the most democratic statesman in
all Europe, perhaps the most war-
hating man in the whole world
And the British Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer did something more than
answer the professors of German
Culture. He

arraigned the na-
tional honour of Germany. He set
his heel upon the hyprocrisy of
German statesmanship. And he
publicly caned the German Em-
peror.

As early as the 9th of August the
editor of this journal, not only
with a prescient wisdom which he
has taught us to expect from him,
but with a complete absence of par-
ty spirit which was one of the earl-
iest manifestations of the New Pa-
triotism, invited Mr. Lloyd George
to make himself the mouthpiece of
the British people—“to reach the
imagination and stir the soul of
the people.” But not even Mr.
Garvin, I think, could have fore-
seen how greatly, how audacious-
Iy, how supremely the Chancel-
lor of the Exchequer was destined
to express the .soul of the British
Empire. He stood yesterday for
Great Britain as no other Speak-
ing man of our generation could
stand, and he spoke for Great Brit-
ain as no other statesman in all
her glorious and courageous his-
tory has' ever spoken.

Men on the platform so different
in habit and personality as Lord
Reading and Dr. Clifford listened
with a glowing admiration visible
in their faces and applauded some
of the great sentences with a
rapture, an exultation, almost as
intense as the enthusiasm manifest-

ed by a handsome English school-
boy just belind me for every
single point in the speech. (This

schooiboy, a very splendid specimen
let me say, sang “God Save the
King” with his hand at the salute.)
The whole audience, which included
soldfers in uniform, clergymen, men
and women of all ages, were simply
swept out of the restraint common
to British people, swept out of that
restraint and carried to the shin-
ing attitudes of spiritual exaltation
by this incomparable speech of the
statesman who hates war and who

has striven all his life only to
lift the burdens of the poor.

How he makes a word like “Lib-
erty” ring through your soul! He

is by his blood and his temperament
a fighting man; he has made enem-
ies hecause, in hisbattle for the poor
he has flung himself with an in-
eradicable love of fight upon the
most powerful of his antagonists—
loving it, loving the blow, rejoicing
in the bruigse raised by the blow.
Mr. Chamberlain once told me that
he could have wished his path not
g0 thickly beset with enemies, not
so violently and bitterly opposed;
and he was one of the greatest of
fighting men. But Mr Lloyd
George, 1 am very certain, finds a
deeper glory the fiercer the battle

rages. He hates and re-
sents misrepresentation; a foul
blow angers him and for
a time hurts him; but without

a fight he could not long be happy.
And when it is a fight like this—a
fight of the five-feet nation  against
the six-feet-two nation; a fight of
Liberty against Military Despotism:
a fight of national Honour against
national Dishonour; a fight i of
Civilisation against Burbargsm, a
fight of all we dream of in Christian-
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ity against all we can but faintly
imagine in the Prussian gospel of
Antichrist—when it is a fight like
this, the blood of the man heats to
passion and his soul rises to heights
which can transfigure even the soul
of this great and noble Empire.

It will be splendid for all men to
read his speech; it must remain an
unforgettable exstacy to have heard
it. For it was not unly the burning
words and the crushing indictment
which gave this mighty speech its
thrill and its triumph; it was also
the exquisite tones of the voice, the
flashing indignation of the eyes, the
almost loathing disdain on the lips,
even the stab of the accusing fing-
er, piercing, as it seemed to us, to
the very soul of Germany—that soul
which is stained withthe crime of
murder and corrupt with the hide-
ous sin of hyprocrigy.

I have seen him enter a crowded
hall, pale, startled, apprehensive, as
if he feared his ability to answer
the expectations of his audience.
Yesterday, through such a welcome
as [ have never seen given to any pub-
lic man, he entered gladly, rejoicing,
no tinge of palor in his cheeks, no
flicker of nervousness in his eyes.
He smiled and nodded to people in
the audience, shook hands with his
friends on the platform, turned
eagerly in his chair to listen to
the  singing of the Welsh Hymn,
applauding 80 enthusiastically
that the whole audience called for
a repetition of that “greatest bat-
tle-song in the world.” For just a
moment, as he stood facing the
cheers and waving programmes of
the huge audience, his face paled
and his eyes quailed; but before he
began to speak the colour was back
in his face, security shone in his
eyes, and from the first word to
the last he spoke as a man whose
courage is high and whose soul is
moved to its utmost depths.

He was utterly free of self-con-
sciousness. When he made a trem-
endous point, he frankly wheeled
round to see its effect on those be-
gide him and behind him. When
a hurricane of cheers interrupted a
sentence, he waited as though
transfixed, his arm raised, his eyes
set, his 1lips still parted, to finish
as he intended to finish, When
he ended a superb picce of scorn,
too deep for any cheerful applause,
he would turn to his notes on the
table, and, consulting them, would
speak to himself, uttering either an
exclamation, such as ‘“The superior
civilization of Germany!” or merely
a disgustful  “Pah ” Never, 1
think, did any orator in the history
of the whole world ever speak so
spontaneously, so veritably, with
so frank an audacity of the spirit.

He stood beside a little red-cover-
ed table, his hands on a brass rail
a line of not very cleverly mingled
flowers at his feet. He was dressed

in light grey, and for back-
ground, beyond the Welsh Choir,
dressed in white, he had the as-
sembled flags of the Allies draped

over the great organ at the back
The charm of the man's face, its
quick and winning smile, its two

deep lines of humorous appreciation
running upward from each side of
the chin, the wrinkles of laughter
round the eyes, and the intellectual
dignity of its features, gave to ev-
ery word he uttered some force of
personality, some intimate spell of
spirit, which must, I fear, be miss-
ing from the printed words. One
not only listened with elation, one
watched with delight. The little
grey man with the flags of the free
nations behind him made a great
picture,

And the speech divided itself like
a mighty river into two strong,flow-
fng arms gearching by different
ways to the vast ocean of humanity.
By one river he sent his scorn of
the German attack on England's hon-
our. Whether. any other Kuropean
statesman has publicly called a rul-
ing Emperor a liar I do not know;
but there were men on the plat-
form who looked amazed at firstas
they listened to the righteous fury
of the Chancellor for the broken
word and palpable dishonour of the
German Kaiser—'“Shall Ceasar send
a lie?” By this same river he hurl-
ed his contempt at the boastful Cul-
ture and the proclaimed Materialism
of the Prussian Junker—*“the road-
hog of modern Europe.”

All this was the very soul of
righteous indignation. And then,
by the other arm, he announced the
coming to this Empire of the New
Patriotism—a, drawing together ' of
all classes, a universal feeling of
kinghip and brotherhood, a deep and
never-to-be-banished sense of
British comradeship and human re-
lationship, a vision, whose image
shall never be lifted from the hearts
of the present generation, of the
mountain-peak of Sacrifice.

BOMB EXPLODES
~ INNEW YOBK

NEW YORK, Oct. 14—A supposed
bomb made of dynamite encased in
metal, exploded under a pew in the
famous St. Patrick’s Cathedral on
Fifth Avenue late to-day. A hole was
blown in the floor, another smaller
one in a window, three pews were
destroyed and pieces were chipped
from a granite pillar, and from a tem-
porary altar. Two persons were slight
ly injured by flying fragments of met-
al and, wood.

Whether the explosion, the sound
of which was heard blocks away, was
caused by a bomb was a matter of
doubt for some hours. The first re-
ports that such an instrument had
been employed were shortly afterward
declared erroneous by the police, who
reported that either a hot-air box or a
recently installed heating apparatus
had burst. Later to-night, however, it
was declared that a bomb had caused
the damage.

Police and fire officials said they
knew of no motive anyone could have
for exploding a bomb in the Cathe-
dral,

Five persons were worshipping in
St. Patrick’s Cathedral when the ex-
plosion occurred.

The damage amounted to $4,000, ac-
cording to the police.

SUMMARY OF THE SITUATION

Since the fall of Antwerp there has
been a tightening of the censorship
and but little official news has come
through. !

Following the taking of Antwerp
and Ghent, the Germans are supposed
to have begun a march to Ostend, but
last night’s despatches indicate that
the capture of the seaboard town is
not going to be a walk-over, The first
intimation that the Allied armies had
worked their way into Belgium is
given in this morning's telegrams in
the announcement that British and
French troops occupied the town of
Ypecs, 27 milee north-west of Lille
and 33 miles south of Ostend. This
would indicate that, since the last of-
ficial report, the Allies had made de-
cided gains in swinging their leit wing
into Belgium. The game for Ostend
is yet to be played.

In several engagements, notably one

at Thourout, a Belgian town 12 miles
south-west of Bruges, when the Allies
defeated a body of Germans leaving
600 dead on the field, the Allies’ loss
was practically nothing.
In the East the Russians are said to
be winning. In an attack on Sandom-
ierz, a town of Russian Poland, an en-
tire German division of 20,000 yas cut
to pieces.

PETROGRAD, Oct. 13.—The defeat
of the Austro-German army advancing
on Sandomierz, a town of Russian
Poland on the Vistula about 90 miles
north-east of Cracow, is announced in
a statement issued by the Government
News Bureau, to-day.

It declares that the Germans lost an
entire division. The Russian advance
column, says the statement, delivered
another defeat to the Austro-German
army advancing on Sandomierz. The
Russian Cavalry took the offensive be-
fore the Germans had taken advan-
tage of their positions.

Chapter 36 of 4-6
George V.—comes into force on Janu-
ary 1, 1915, which establishes new
laws for the whole of Canada respéct-
ing flour, meal, rolled oats, rolled
wheat, feed and vegetables, it has been
deemed advisable by this Department
that as widespread publicity as possi-
ble should be given to this matter,

" “1 am therefore sending you here-
with a copy of the new Act, and would
be glad if you would kindly bring the
matter to the attention of any of your
members who may be interested in
the subject.

“ The important features in connec-
tion with the new act are that the
weights of the contents of any bag,
gack or package of any of the cereal
products mentioned must be stated
thereon and that uniform weights per
bushel or bag for vegetables through-
out the whole of Canada will be
definitely established.”

The Act provides a regulation bag
of 90 1bs. for potatoes. A committee
of three, consisting of Messrs E. Ait-
ken, N. Rattenbury and H. B. Hilson,
was appointed to deal with the com-
tion.

OFFICAL STATEMENT.

PARIS, Oct. 14.—That the flanking
movement of the Allies’ left wing is
making marked gains is indicated by
an official statement igssued here this
afternoon. It states that the Belgium
town Ypecs which is 27 miles north-
west of Lille and 23 miles south of
Ostend has been occupied by British
and French troops. This aunounce-
ment, which is the first official state-
ment that has mentioned British
troops as operating in this section,
shows that the Allies’ left wing has
extended its range work from France
into Belgium.

(First)-—On our left wing as far as
the Oise operations are pursuing their
normal course,

(Second)—In the centre the pro-
gress of our armies in the region of
Barry-An-Bac is confirmed.
