an election campaigns, though rarely at other
times, we hear a great  deal about party plat-
forms. This week we had our farmers in session
in Charlottetown, and the result of their deliber-
ations was the adoption of a “platform” consist-
ing of a number of resolutions which were not
toncocted for the purpose of getting votes, but of
remedying conditions in the farm industry,  As
such they merit serious consideration.  Briefly,
the resolutions embody the following concrete
suggestions !

Listablishment of a forest tree nursery for the
Province,

A Maritime livestock show in Charlottetown,

Curtailment of acreage of potatoes “'by educa-
tional or other means.”

Government investigation of the possibility of
supplying mussel mud to farmers,

Investigation into the price of
tilizer with to increase
prices.

A cold storage plant at Borden
Island butter and cheese.

Lradication of warble fly and bot fly by edu-
cating herd owners in methods of treatment, fol-
lowed by legislation enforcing such treatment,

Such repairs and additions to the Railway
wharf, Charlottetown, as are necessary for the
safe handling of shipments of potatoes and
turnips.

Zoning of milk supply territory for each cream-
ery, suggested as a matter “to be considered by
the executive of the Dairymen’s A\ssociation.”

Substitution of present system of pegging
butter prices by leaving butter on open market
and setting the price of cheese at 19 cents.

Refund of the present fertilizer tax on pur-
chases up to five tons.

Bonus of $1.00 a head on Grade A hogs and
50 cents on Grade B hogs for the duration of
the war, “to offset the high cost of producing
hogs at present feed prices.”

Introduction, with minor amendments, of live-
stock marketing scheme as approved by the Pro-
vincial Marketing Board.

Formation of a Prince Edward Island Feder-
ation of Agriculture, consisting of representatives
of existing farm organizations, with authority “to
speak for and represent the agricultural interests
of the Province as a whole.”
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The abbreviation of the Canada Year: Book
published under the above title by the Dominion
Bureau of Statistics contains a wealth of inform-
ation about economic conditions, war preparations
and war finance up to the end of 1940. It is at-
tractively illustrated and enables all Canadians to
obtain the latest official information about their
country.

Our War Production

since Parliament resumed on  February 17,
there has been a spate of controversy over Can-
ada’s war effort in so far as it applies to the De-
partment of Munitions and Supply.  Mr. Howe,
the responsible minister, has responded with abuse
of his leading newspaper critics, and other cabinet
ministers have followed suit.  According to the
Ottawa correspondent of the Winnipeg Free Press
(Liberal), the Government has been under fire
trom all quarters and the criticisms has had a pro-
found eficct.  Anyone who reads Hansard trom
February 17 to March 6 will agree that the indus-
trial front of the war etfort has received, for the
first time, scarching, constructive criticism, — Mr.,
Howe has been hard put to meet his critics. He
has been given a severe grilling,  He asked no
quarter, he got none,  “Lhe upshot is that much
welcome light has been thrown on the work of his
department,  There is now available in Hansard
a great mass of information. - And it is the right
kimd of information—facts sifted by keen contro-
versy.  The results, as summed up by the Iree
Press correspondent, are as tollows:

Of ten branches of the Munitions and Supply
Department, seven are up to or ahead of schedule,
These branches include shells, bombs, automotive
equipment, ships, construction, clothing and per-
sonal equipment, chemicals, explosives and sheil
fillings. ?

In addition, there is the item of machine tools.
Plants are stated by Mr, Howe to be working ro
capacity, and there is no suggestion of inettic-
jency.  But they cannot meet the demand and
thete is increasing difficalty in getting tools from
the United States. Lack of lh_cic nrcxlt:(l tools
will slow the pace of expansion in many fields of
war production: ? ;

Provided the delays in production of guns, tanks
and airplanes are overcome, Mr. Howe has noth-
ing ahead but fair weather. 1 they are not over-
come, his position in the Commons will become
increasingly dif ficult.

This plain statement of the situation makes
more satisfactory reading than the reams of pro-
paganda which have been issued by the Govern-
ment’s publicity bureau.  Hundreds of thousands
of dollars are being expended in such publicity,

some

most of which goes into newspaper wastebaskets|
because it is unpublishable in the form in which it!
is sent out. It does not serve the only purpose|
for which such expenditure of the taxpayers’
money would be justified, namely, of giving the
plain unvarnished facts,

If Mr. Howe and his press agents had con-
tented themselves with doing that, much of the
parliamentary fireworks could have been dis-
pensed with.
