ORIGIN OF FIRE UNKNOWN

from defective wiring or from the
flue, and fanned by a northeast
wind it -spread along the entire top
of the building before being dis-
covered. Occupants of the top floor
then hastened outside, but all their
pelongings were lost. It was the
Academy's mid-week half holiday.
Some students in the gymnaiium
lost everything but their “gym”
suits,

Important Points

Jehol City Expected To Surrend-
er At Any Hour—Chinese Gen-
eral Goes Over To The Japs.

(By The Associated Press)

SUICHANG, Manchuria, Mar, 1
_-The Japanese army has swept
away two of the great defensive
berriers protecting the capital of
the province of Jehol.

They have .seized the cities of
Lingyuan and Chifeng, wherc the
Chinese had been expected to put
3 up thelr strongest resistance against
V“%e invaders, These citles control
mountain passes leading to the ca-
pital.

Dispatches from the front re-
veal that only the southern fringe
of the western mountain wastes of
Jehol remains in Chinese hands.

At Nanking the government of
China announced it was making
representations to Great Britain
concerning the British arms em-
bargo affecting both China and
Japan, The Chinese contend this
embargo plays into the hands of
the Japanese, who already are hea-
vily armed, while China must de-
pend on materials of war from ab-
road,

Dur-
ing the afternoon the 11th infan=
try brigade, commanded by Gen-
eral Kunizo Matsuda, passed
through Foshot!, 38 miles south-
east of Chifeng.

General ‘Shih Wen-Hua, in com-
mand of the Jehol cavalry, who
was charged with the defense of
Ohifeng, went over to the Japan-
ese, proclaiming his alleglance to
the State of Manchukuo, to which
the conquerors intend to annex Je-
hol. Japanese and Manchukuo
banners were flylng  in Chifeng
when the invaders entered.

Railways. The two railways, the
announcemeypt stated, have com=-
pleted contracts with approxim-
ately forty five trucking firms at
cities and towns served by their
lines in Western Ontario, between
Toronto and Windsor, and Toronto
and Sarnia whereby pickup and de-
livery service will be provided for
shippers at no extra cost.

New tariffs embracing this feat«
ure will bécome effective on Mon=
day next, March 6th. The railways
it was emphasized are not entering
the trucking business. At some of
the points affected by the new
tariffs, they already have contracts
with cartage firms for pickup and
delivery of freight. Under the prese
ent plan however this service is
extended by arrangement with lo«
cal trucking contractors, to points
where pickup and delivery service
did not previously exist.
