If the King-
dom of Heaven is at hand and men
are not ready for it because of their
sins, and they are also unmindful of
their sins because of their pride,
what but desperate earnestness will
arouse them with its thrilling com-
mand to repent?

Sufficient unto the day is the evil
thereof. But woe to the man who
comes to his testing time with a
soul unprepared, unguvarded, unforti-
fied. Jesus employed nothing in His
resistance of temptation which is not
always available, and as definitely
the property of - the consecrated
heart as it was of the Master.
