PUTTING THE CAR BACK “ON
THE JOB”

[+suse Stiffens Car Mechanism AS
It Does Human Muscles

The following are some of the
things to do to a car that has been
“jacked up” all winter, when the
time comes to put it into service
again: Assuming that the tires
have been taken off inspect the
casings that are {g be used, care-
fully test out the inner tubes, put
new valve-plungers into their valv-
es, clean all rust from rim parts
and wheel felloes and apply grap-
hite rim compound to the same,
then put the tires upon the rims
fully inflate them, and mount the
rims on the wheels. Take the bat-
tery out of storage, make sure ‘that
it is fully charged by testing it
with the hydrometer and see that
it hag plenty of water, mount it
securely in the car. taking pre-
cautions that the holding dows
clamps are tight, then connect it
to its cableg using great care. that
each of these is returned to the
terminal from which it was de-
tachied i nthe fall, The surfaces of
the termina] posts and cable clamps
must be perfectly clean, the parts
should be applied to the metal
violently, and a coating of vaseline
should be applied to the meta
around [the connections. The
engine will most likely be found
stiffly “set” and hardly capable’ of
being cranked at first. If so, at-
tach the hand crank ,remove the
spark-plugs and squirt a little gaso-
I'ne into each cylinder to free the
gummed oil.. Do not try to use ‘the
self-starter, but when the engime
can be turned over by hand inject
oi] into each cylinder through its
plug hole and spin the engine un-
til it turns perfectly smoothly be-
fowe replacing the plugs. Close the
drain-plugs in the' gasoline tank
vacuum tank and carburetor bowl
(if these were opened to empty the
fuel system) and fill the gasoline
tank. Also remove the piug in the
top of the vacuum tank and put in-
to it a quart or so of gasoline, then
after a few minutes, leosen the
drain plug of the carburetor bowl
to make sure that gasoline enters it
as it should, and_also look for any
tendency to overflow ang for leaks
in other parts of the system. Re-
place drain plugs and close drain
cocks in the radiator, pump housing
and other parts of the cooling sys-
tem and fill it fully with water, fol-
lowing any special directions that
apply to the particuar car. Probably
the screw clampg on the hose con-
nections will have 'to be tightened
and the packing-nut on the pump
shaft screwed down, in order 'to
stop leaks and the rubber connec-
tions and pump packing ‘may have
to be repiaced. (To be continued.)
