—THE BATTLE OF AUGUST 8th.
—Ljeutenant Ernest Strong now in'
Rest Camp, England in a letter to his
parents in Summerside dated August
16th gives a short account of the
battle of August 8th_which he took
part in and in which battle many of
the 105th boys made the supreme
sacrifice. He says: “The big battle
seems a night inare to me now, so
many of our bast and bravest boys
paid the price. I was the only officer
that came through it in our Company,
four officers went into each company
and out of the two leading companies
of our Battalion (the 26th) only t{wo
officers came out, one from each
Company. All our company officers
are now dead. One Captain was kill-
ed instantly, the other two died of
wounds.I took command of the Comp-
any when our Captain was killed.The
Germans paid the price doubly and
more for every one of our boys. The
troops we fought against were the
best of the German troops and all
big men. The troops in the rear were
not so good as those in the front
line,(I noticed some were mere boys)
but Oh, our boys went through them
like chaff when ' they met them at
close quarters. The machine gun
fire was very heavy. Many German
prisoners were captured and they
seemed glad to surrender and seemed
tired of it all. Our killed were not so
many as one would expect but some
of our finest boys went. Young Leon-
ard Gay from home was hit in the
shoulder but think he will pull
through O. K. After the day was ov-
er (Aug. 8th) our boys enjoyed Ger-
man  black bread, jam and other
things the Germans left behind in
