Speaking of bedding, the well
known dog fancier Carl E. Smith,
writing in a magazine, says: “For
winter bedding I have never found
anything better than good, clean
and fresh straw, preferably oat,
but wheat straw will do nicely if
the other is not available. Some
advocate the use of shavings. Per-
sonally my experience with them
has not been such as would re-
commend them to me. I found
that if the, puppies chewed and'
swallowed bits of them as pupples®
will, or if they get them mixed:
