TOKYO, Dec. 8 —(AP) — The
cabinet council tonight approved
the largest budget in Jepan’s his-
tory in preparation for the fourth
vear of tne war in China, a  war
which many Japanese had expected
to_win in six monhts.

The council approved a 1940- 41
general budget of 10,360,000,000 yen
(approximately $2,427,667,500), of
