An important sale was made
yesterday when the six - year - old
pacer Carl Aubrey was sold by
owner-breeder George Sobey of
Summerside, to Samuel Kennedy
of this city. Carl Aubrey won his
first two starts, one last Saturday
night at Charlottetown and the
other at Parkview on Wednesday,
taking a record of 2.17. In one of
his winning heats there he paced
the last half in 1:062-5. He is
sound, has perfect manners—
which one would naturally ex-
pect, being trained by Mr. Sobey.
Carl Aubrey's sire is Colonel Aub-
rey 2:10% and his dam is by Roy
Volo 208% by Nervolo, granddam
by Brazilian 2:19%. Colonel Aub-
rey was sired by Captain Aubrey
2:071%. He met with an injury to
his foot in his five-year-old form
and in his six-year-old form was
turned over to the writer for rac-
Ing purposes.

It took much expert attention
#rom Ernle McTague to get him
ready for the fray, his feet hav-
ing to be tubbed with Epsom
salts and hot water for an hour
or more and then miles of slow
jogging and slow miles, but when
geady he was a real bearcat, in
fact we believe he was the great-
est pacer we ever had. He won
all three races he started in that
year and could pace quarters in
thirty seconds. His manners were
excellent. Colonel Aubrey was
also the sire of Lucky Lindy 2:10%
and Major Aubrey 2:11%, both
horses with extreme speed. It is
an absolute fact that Lucky Lin-
dy, owned and driven by Well
McNeill, paced a half over the
Charlottetown track in 1:01%,and
Major Aubrey in about the same
notch, Carl Aubrey was the last
goal sired by Colonel Aubrey and
3t looks as though he will be wor-
thy to carry on the family for-
tunes.

Among the recent arrivals at
the track is the two-year-old colt
Resourceful by His Majesty 1:59%,
dam, Katrina Volo 2:07% by Peter
Volo 2:02. This mare is the dam
of Time Table 2:03, Time Counts
2:08 3-5, and other fast ones. He
was purchased at the Harrisburg
sale last fall by H. M. Sweeney,
Bridgewater, for $2,500, brought
home and placed in thz hands of
Jack MacMillan, who has prepar-
ed so many good ones in the past
including Dudey Patch 2:06%, and
last season had complete charge
of Vella La Vella 2:081-5. Jack
has made a great job of this
youngster. He is perfectly sound,
has excellent manners and yes-
terday paced the last half of a
mile in 1:05! That is the most
speed we have ever secen exhib-
ited by a two-year-old in the
Maritime Provinces. Because of
the rule that two-year-oldscannot
start in three-heat races the
gpeedy youngster will not be able
to start in the 2:28 class where he
was entered, but will be able to
start in either a dash or two-dash
affairs.

Our friend Bowley Leard, Car-
leton Siding, writes:—“When I
saw your name in Saturday
night's racing it carried me back
to the time when I would go
down to our mutual friend, Wil-
fred Boulter’'s, and stay all the
four days. At that time you had
a horse for every race and then
some. One heat I will never for-
get, you had a large pacer (Volo
Rico) and Billy Keyes had a roan
mare (Eula H) and you out-gen-
eralled Keyes and took the third
heat from him—very slick —sit-
ting in until about fifty yards
from the wire and pulling out, It
certainly was a thrill. Well, I
won't likely see any more races
but I did enjoy those times. I
wish you every success with your
horse.” Thanks, good friend, and
we hope you will change your
mind and come in and see the
races at least one afternoon.

This is the summary. of the
above race:—Free For All, Char-
fottetown, August 21, 1031...Eula
H. (Keyes) 1-1-2; Volo Rico - (Mac-
Kinnon) 2-2-1; Trampsmug (Ryan)

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4-4. Time 2:10%, 2.08, 2:08%. The
heat in 2:08 was a new track re-
cord, displacing the 2:08% made
by John R. Braden in 1921

Among the senior reinsmen that
have arrived for Old Home Week
is Johnny Campbell, whom the
writer remembers driving races
at Dufferin Park track back in
the winter of 1914-15. Johnny was
back there again last winter and
fared very well with the trotter
Marjorie Hanover 2:11. He was
for several years with Walter R
Cox getting horses ready for the
Grand Circuit and assisting Mr.
Cox during the racing season.
Johnny Campbell will be remem-
bered as the driver of Chuck
Worthy 2:02Y4 at Covehead, Sep-
tember 19th, 1946, when he setup
a new track record there of
2:06%.

Then there is another traimer
that takes us back to our initial
venture in horse racing, which
was in 1912, We started out with
a mare called Iona Girl. The first
race was at New Glasgow, half
mile heats and I think fourth or
fifth was the best I got in the

summary. I was persuaded that
the starter had not given me a
fair deal and reluctantly, after

much urging, went up to speak
to him, He was James A. Fraser,
a most formidable man in his
capacity. He said, “Young man.
how many races have you driv-
en?” I said “This is the first one,
sir.” “I thought so,” said he; “go
home and read your rule book; I
could set you down for a year."”
Only once in a long career after-
wards did 1 go to the stand.

My next start was at Summer-
side. I had all the spokes torn
out of one wheel, was thrown on
the track and lona Girl ran away
the first heat. Many will remem-
ber the tremendous sprint Colonel
Parker Hooper took as she round-
ed to the back stretch. He
grabbed the reins and brought her
to a stop. Parker was at that
time one of the fastest quarter-
mile runners in the Maritime Pro-
vinces—in fact he held the Mari-
time quarter-mile record of 502-5
seconds. After that race Johnny
Conroy and I teamed up. He was
a boy in short pants, but was a
wonderful caretaker. We went to
Halifax and started in the 2:19
pace (we were eligible to the 3:00
class). There were six fast pacers

.and four of them went down.

i1 have often thought it would pay

in the event; a crash occurred
I
skirted around the field with Iona
Girl and won the heat in 2:20%,
then went on to win the race. The
next year we went into racing on
a larger scale and Ernie McTague
came with us. I went overseas
and ‘ Johnny also went, so our
partnership was broken up.

As a trainer and conditioner
Johnny is in the top class, in fact

one of the great stables to give
him a very large salary to super-
intend the training and feeding of
the horses. Everything {s done
properly around Johnny’s stable.
Ernie was a grand horseman too,
as the records will prove, having
to his credit the driving of The
Yank at Mount Clements, Mich-
igan, to a world’s record-on ice.
In our long career we had some
eighty horses and most of them
were gotten ready by my friend
Ernle.

Henderson & Cudmore’s haber-
dashery window is attracting a
lot of attention. There is a re-
plica of a race track perfectly
laid out, and lined up are several
of the trotters and pacers that
will be performing over the Char-
lottetown oval next week. They
are hooked to sulky and the driv-
ers are sitting quite lifelike on
the sulkies. There is a large litho-
graph in the background showing
a driver highlining a pacer on
the home stretch. The photo-
graphs of the horses were taken
at the track to Pkotégrapher
Garnhum, and attached to wooden
cutouts that make them appear
very lifelike. In the background
of course is a number of beauti-
ful suits and haberdashery for
which Henderson & Cudmore's
are so famous.

river in the eastern section of the
Province is a wharf that is now
seldom used. A young country
lad was explaining how they got
the big trout that hang around
this whart.

At low tide, at a time when the
light was good, he'd go to the
wharf armed with an ordinary
pitch fork. After one’s eyes got
accustomed to peerifig into the
water it was a simple matter to
spot the big trout in their hide-
outs. To quote his dwn words:
“When you saw a big broad tail
waving beneath a stringer you
make a drive under it with the
pitch fork, but...” he added, “you
have to follow your swing through
or else the trout will slip oft the
tines”, He went on to explain tha!
he has taken several three pound
trout in this manner on one trip.

Asked it he knew that it was
illegal to take trout with a pitch
fork or “jig” he replied: “Sure I
know it’'s agin’ the law but you
can't get them any'other way.”
One thing I am certain of..it he's
ever caught at that he'll. think
somebody bas been in his pocket
book with a piteh fork, I made it
my business to make some dis-
creet inquiries in the district
where this whart is situated re-
garding this information. I was
informed that the “boys” in the
district (some of them rather old
boys) sometimes try taking trout
in this manner. I was told that
they didn't get too many as therc
were too many plac for the
trout to hide that were out of
reach _and sometimes they were
in too deep water,
