Ask Less
Pork Be Used
Next 7 Weeks

OTTAWA, Sept. 13— (CP)—
J.G. Tggart, chairman of the
Bacon Board and Foods Admin-
istrator of the Wartime Prices
and Trade Board, appealed to-
night to consumers throughout
Canada to refrain from buying
fresh pork, bacon or ham dur-
ing the next seven weeks.

Purpose of the appeal—issued
through the Wartime Prices and
Trade Board—is to enable the
Bacon Board to maintain satis-
factory weekly shipments of bac-
on to Britain so as to assure
the continuance of the British
bacon ration at the present
level,

(The bacon ration in Britain
is four ounces per person a
week.)

With the co-operation of Can-
adian consumers during the
next few weeks, until about Nov.
1, shipments of bacon to 3ritain
can_be maintained, Mr. Taggart
said, It is expected that addi-

.tional hogs will be marketed eatly
in November.

In support of the present
campaign, Mr. Taggart added,
the bacon board is reducing the
quantity of pork and bacon that
may be sold in the domestic
market to 50 per cent of the
normal weekly sales in 1940,
Consumers in Canada, he said,
can control the volume of hogs
slaughtered on farms or by
butchers for sale on city markets
or in small shops in villages,
towns and cities. If the con-
sumer refrains from buying oork
for the next seven wecks, many
more hogs will be marketed
through the plants producing
export bacon,
