{he Supreme Court of Canada with-
in the next few weeks a faded old
grant of Canada’s Northland will
come for interpretation. It dates
back to the gay 'days of the Res-
toration in England. It is the in-
strument under which: Charles the
Second granted to that dashing
cavalier ;Prince Rupert and his
company of gentlemen adventurers
(which became the Hudson’s Bay
Company) such sweeping powers in
and around Hudson's Bay. They
had right to govern and administer.
They had sole rights of trade. They
had .the [Royalty of the 'Sea. They
had—and here lies the point for
the ‘Supreme \Court to decide—*all
mines royal, as well discovered as
not discovered of gold, silver, gems
and precious stones, to be found or
discovered within the territories,
limits and places aforesaid.” And
the Company was granted the lands
{hemselves to-be held, as the old
formula_has it “as of our ‘Manor or
Kast ‘Greenwich in our County of
Kent in free and common soccage
and not in capite or by Knight's
service; ylelding and paying yearly
to us, our 'Heirs and Successors
for the same, two Elks and two
Black Béavers whensoever, and as
often as we, our Heirs and Succes-
sors, shall happen to enter into
said countries, territories and re-
gions hereby granted.”

Now one year after Canada be-
came a Dominion; an Act was pas-
sed 'which provided for the taking
over of Canada of Rupert’s Land
as the great Hudson Bay territory
had come to be known. And in the
following year, the Hudson Bay
Company surrendered its rights of
government ‘“and other rights, priv-
ileges, liberties, franchies, powers
;md:uuthoritlcs” granted by its
charter. It was provided that the
company, in return, would:

) Retain all its posts and stations
in Rupert’s 'Land, or any other
part of ‘British’ North America.

The company was empowered,
within twelve months after the sur-
render to select a block of 'land
adjoining each of their posts, in
accordance with a schedule setting
out the acreage.

Within fifty years after the sur-
render, to claim one-twentieth part
of land set out for settlement. Now
comes the point for the Supreme
Court to decide, and it is two-fold;
When the Hudson’s Bay Company
surrendered its rights of gowern-
ment in Rupert's land did it retain
ownership of the minerals in the
blocks of land which jt retained
about its posts? Further, when the
Hudson’s IBay Company selected its
one-twentieth . of settlement land
did it assume with that land, owner-
Thlp of any precious nietals there-
n?

These are the questions for the
‘Supreme Court to decidé. The Gov-
ernment of Canada asserts that the
company having surrendered its
charter rights in Rupert's land, it
surrendered any rights to precious
metals, that ownership of the preci-
ous metals was not granted with
the settlement land. The company

Warning

the conviction of two other men
who were guilty of megligence
when ‘in charge of an automobile
for the crime of manslaughter,
there is a dreadful lesson—a lesson
never to be forgotten—for all per-
sons who drive motor cars. It is
now known by everyone that neg-

which results in the death
of a human being is one of the
greatest of crimes, and that law
and justice demand the punish-
ment of those who have been found
guilty of it.

The fact should be borne in mind
by those who are in the habit of
driving their cars fast and furious-
ly. Every prudent person—man
and woman alike—has always been
careful—particularly careful—when
guiding and directing a motor car.
But there are persons who take
pleasure “in going fast,” even in
the face of laws, rules and regula-
tions. = Such persons will, it may
now be hoped, be more careful in
the future than in the past, for
they now know that they are liable
to pay the cost of any mishap that
may occur as a result of their care-|
lessness or negligence; and that, if
their carelessness or negligence,
or breach of the laws governing
auto traffic, should cause the death
of any person or persons they will
be guilty of the awful crime of
manslaughter, :

It matters not whether the guilty
one. be drunk, or sober, if he (or
she) be negligent and careless the
crime is the same. But the fact
that a person who is under the in-
fluence of infoxicating liquor is
more likely to be negligent and
careless than one who is not,
should cause persons who drive
motor cars to be careful not to
drink—not to take any kind of in-
toxicant, in any form—before tak-
ing the wheel of a car. That is
the rule of autoists in San Fran-
cisco and in other cities; it was the
rule voluntarily adopted, even be-
fore the Prohibitory Liquor Law
was enacted. It was found that
the smallest quantity of an intoxi-
cant was apt under the eye and
hand unsteady and therefore apt
to render the autoist unfit to direct
hig auto carefully and safely. Con-
sequently the rule not to drink be-
fore taking the wheel of a car was
adopted and generally observed;
and it ought to be observed here.
It .ought to be the more particular-
ly observed here because the law
of the land, enacted by the Legis-
lature on the authority of a maj-
ority of the people, and by the re-
presentative of the King, prohibits
the use of intoxicating liquor as a
beverage. (Good citizens general-
ly are obedient to the law; and
cvery good citizen will refuse to
buy intoxicants from * those who
goll them in defiance of the law.
particularly before taking charge
of a motor car of any kind. 1t has
been truly said that “wine throws
a man out of himself and infuses
qualities into the mind which he
is a stranger to in his sober mo-
ments.”  If this be true of wine,
how much more so is it of whiskey
and rum?

In the case in which the accused
were adjudged guilty of “‘‘man-
!glaughter” there was some differ-
ence in the evidence as to whether
they were drunk or sober when
the car went over the wharf. All
the cricumstances before and after
the fatal accident seem to indicate
