Address to Grand Jury

In his address to the Grand
Jury the Chlef Justice said it was
unfortunate that still another ses-
sion of the Supreme Court was
being held under the shadow of
war. Under such circumstances,
court sittings entailed hardships
for jurymen and  especially for
petit jurymen. But it was essel=
tial, the Chief Justice stated, that
the administration of justice shouid |
contlnue even under conditions or'
wa.

His Lordship informed the Grand
Jury there were only two indict-
ments for them to consider "and
that while there were the unusual
number of 13 appeals from a Mag-
istrate's decisions, practically all
the cases were not of a serlous na-
ture. Unfortunately, one case was
of g very .serious nature since
there was an indictment charging
Florence Elizabeth McNeill with
murder.

Murder involves “malice afore-
thought” while manslaughter is
the “culpable killing of a human
being without malice.” Taking
human %§: by gross negligence
such as in the reckless driving or
a car or in a reckless use of firc-
arms, would be manslaughter, His

“If one Intends to the
death of a person kllled thut is
murder,” tthe Chief Justice said.
“If the offender merely means to
cause bodily harm which he knows
is likely to cause death, or if he
is reckless as to whether or not
uhe victim dlies, that too is mur-
der,” the Chief Justice added.

|May Commandeer

'To Meet Shortage

OTTAWA, Jan. 9 — (CP) —The
Prices Board is prepared if neces-
sary to commandeer hay supplies
from available surpluses in view of
reports of serious shortages in some
areas of Ortario and Quebec and
surpluses in others, Donald Gordon,
Prices Board Chairman, said today.

The Board emrhasized in a state-
ment the “immediate need” to get
more feed into the districts where
it #s most needed. Mr. Gerdon said
some_ applications had been received
for hay export 'permits, but the
Board considered the first obliga-
tior. on domestic supply was to
meet domestic requirements

A board spokesman sald that last
fall ‘hay prloes in Central and
Bastern Canada advanced to a

point which put these prices out
of line with the prices of beef cattle
and dairy products. To protect the
price celling and Oanada’s war=
time food production policies, &
ceiling price was placed on hay and
the granting of permits to export
hay to the Urited States was dis-
cortinued Oct. 20 last.
