OTTAWA, Oct. 31—(CP) —The
alrcraft carrier H. M, C. S. Mag-
nificent will sail from Halifax
Nov. 15 on a6 2l-day training
cruise to West Indies waters, na-
val headquarters announced today.
The destroyer H, M. C. S. Haida
will accompany the big carrier
during the cruise.

The carrier will put to sea Nov.
for a working-up period, during
which she will call at Quonet
Point, R. I, to pick up four air-
craft there in mid-September by
the 18th carrier air group, naval
headquarters said.

On the training cruise, the car-
rier and H.M.S, Haida will call
at Charleston, S.C, and then sail
Nov. 21 for Guantanamo Bay,
Cuba, for a two day stop before
making a three-day informal visit
at San Juan, Puerto Rico. The
Magnificent will leave San Juan
Nov, 30 and sail directly for Hali-

ax.
The 18th carrier air group's 826
Squadron will be aboard the car-
rier during the entire cruise.

The Magnificent will be under
the command of Commodore K. F.
Adams, senlor Canadian naval of-
ficer afloat, while Lt.-Cmdr. E. T.
C. Madgwick will command the
Haida.
