Another Try

The Minister of Labor, Mr. Mitchell, has an-
nounced the approval by the Government of a
seven-point program for reorganization of Nat-
icnal Selective Service, The design of this plan,
which has been recommeded by the Director of
National  Sclective Service, Mr. Arthur  Me-
Namara, is to strengthen, broaden and as far as
practical, decentralize the administration of Se-
lective Service,

The question that a good many people will ask
and which will no doubt be answered in due
course, is to what extent this plan of Mr. Mc-
Namara's differs in any major extent from that
proposed by Lliot Little who resigned when he
couldn’t get his way. More people, suggests an
exchange, will probably want to know why it has
taken so long to decide that this sort of setup is
hecessary if, as was said in recent weeks, Can-
ada is scraping the bottom of the man power
barrel. It is more than conceivable that if an
organization of this kind had been in existence,
the bottom of the barrel might not have been
reached so soon, No doubt individuals have gone
into occupations which do not make the best use
of their talents, and had such an organization
been in existence it is possible that there would
have been a more intelligent view taken of the
precise needs of the various branches of the
armed services, of the merchant marine, of in-
dustry and of essential war-services. It is worthy
ot note that a special section dealing with the
women’s employment is being established under
the new organization and while there is no com-
pulsory service yet for women, at the same time
this division may he a means of securing person-
nel which is badly needed for the armed services
as well as for cssential war work,  The setup
looks alright at firsg hand and it may in fact, un-
doubtedly will, speed up the solution of certain
individual and personal problems, but it is open
to question whether it hasn’t come much too late,

Mr.King’s Omission

Mr. Mackenzie King has always professed a
deep concern for the preservation of the ameni-
ties in public life. It is therefore strangs says
the Globe and Mail, that he failed to invite Mr.
John Bracken and Mr, M. J. Coldwell, the lead-
ers of two national political parties in Canada,
to the dinner at Quebec Jast Wednesday evening,

But Mr. King,
completely incapable of shedding a narrow parti-
san outlook, chose (o disregard this tradition,
e apparently forgot that he was host to his
eminent guests not on his own account but as
the leader of the Canadian people and that the
dinner was given at their expense, At least, Mr.
Vracken. as the head of the second largest party
i the State, which constitutes His Majesty's
loyal Opposition at Ottawa, has hecome one of
their representative spokesmen, and is entitled to
recognition when public moneys are spent upen

Bracken an opportunity to lay foundations of
personal friendship with his guests and smooth
the way for happy relations in political dealings
at a later date.

His British guests would undoubtedly have
been delighted to make the acquaintance of a
Canadian political leader, who has openly avowed
his anxiety and determination to transform the
relations between Britain and Canada into a gen-
uinely co-operative partnership instead of the
loose-working arrangement which Mr., King has
favored throughout his whole career as Premier.
It might also have occurred to Mr. King that it
would be a singularly courteous gesture for him
to have acted as the agent for bringing together
at a friendly board two eminent figures of the
British Commonwealth, who bear the same but
not very common name of Bracken, but he let
the chance slip. Possibly he is so distraught with
anxiety about the deplorable state of his own
and his party’s political fortunes that he has no
longer room in his mind for the little courtesies
which do so much to sweeten public life,
