Thh closing session of the Women’s
Institute Convention was held in the
Prince of Wales College Hall Wed-
nesday morning, Mrs. J. A. Clarke
presiding.

The first speaker was Prof. J. A,
Clark of the Experimental Farm, tak-
ing as his subject “The Improvement
of the Home Grounds.” Mr, Clark
considercd that there was great im-
provement in the homes and grounds
on P, E. I. during the last few vears,
In improving the grounds of any home,
the speaker said that three distinet
points must be noted. First, a careful
survey, of the home grounds should be
made, observing what is wanted, and
what should be removed. Secondly, a
definite plan should bhe made to serve
as a guide for all work. Thirdly;-es-
pecial care should be taken to make
a good lawn. A well made lawn will
last for years. This wags followed by
detaileqd directions regarding the
making off a lawn, the planting. of
shrubs and flowers. The members pre-
sent showed their interest by asking
questions and Mr. Clark responded in
his' capable and efficient manner.

The next on the programme was g
very instructive address on “Bee ep-
ing” by Mr. Morley Pettit, Provincial
Apiarist of Ontario. Mr. Pettit re-
ferred to Ontario where ten thousand
persons were engaged in bee keeping
The conditions on P, B. I. are simi-
lar to those of Ontario for raising hees
and making up.the honey crop. There-
fore the speaker considered the pros-
pect excellent for having this industry
