FIGHTING
THE WAVES

Account of a Wreck
at Gascumpec.

—_—

IN GLOUGESTER TIMES

Written by Prof Watson, a
Distinguished Violinist,
Who Intends . Visiting
Charlottetown at an Early
Date—HIis Experience at
Tignish.

Many Charlottetoniaos will renem-
ber Pro. J. Jay Watsom of Boston. the
distioguished violinist who visited
Charlottetown a good many years ago
and{delighted thejpublic with hisjperfor-
wances.
This gentleman, accompanied by his
gitted danghter, inteads visiting Char-
lottetown this seasea more for Auld
Laog Syne than for pecuaiary employ-
ment.

The following article wri ten by Prof.
Watson to the Gloucester Daily Times
gives an account of some imteresting
reminiscences of his while visiting this
province. :
Never was daylight more welcome to
poor sea-tossed mariners, than it was to
the captain and crew of the sinking
little schooner <*Rival” on the moraing
of October 5th, 1851. As the sun rose.
the gale and the sea had so far abated
as to allow us to set a little  more sa 1,
been - mearly
“‘water-logged,” she conld easily have
been saved. As-it was, however, she
was fast setting, and would soon have
foundered. Realizing thatit was use-
less to battle with the inevitable result
which threa‘ened us, we ran the vessel
head 0a to the beach, about one half-
to the we-tward of Cascump ¢ harbor,
Prince Edward Island. As our vessel
struck the shore. she immediately
broached arjucd broadside to the sea.
which now made a complete breach
over her. The wiod avd roar of the
ocean were still so beist:rous that it

i

heard, ualess in the closest  proximity
to each other. Before there was much
time for ac ion, a irrmendous blow
threw the schooner on her beam ends,
with ber starboard side to the beach.
As the big wave receded, the vessel
was again dashed upon her larboard
sid2, and immediate!y became nearly
submerged in tbe heavy surf. The main-

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;boom was bodily loosened from
( fas'enings, and as it swept the quarter
deck, a portion of the top-liit which was
haoging loose caught poor Hanson just
below the waist as he was still grasping
the helm, and tossed him like a feather
(it seemed to be,) at least twenty feet
trom the side of the vesse! ioto the
seething waters. Another tremendous
wave brought him back upon its crest,
throwing him violently against the
side of the vessel. Without a moment’s
reflection, I unhesitatingly started to
1escue the poor fellow, if possible.
Seizing a portion of the main halyards,
I quickly wound it arouad my left arm,
and rushing into thelee waist of the
schooner, I managed to ge: the two
fingers of my right hand inserted under
the folds of a silk handkerchief which
he wore around his neck and succeed-
ed in holding him from sinking until
Capt. Gross, who happened to cast his
eyes in our direction, came to the res-
cue, and by our united efforts we soon
succezded in relieving him, from his
perilous situation. Several  persons
soundly lectured me upon what they
termed my <‘fool-hardiness” upon this
occasion, but there was not much time
for comment or reftections uunder the
excitement of such surroundings, and
prompt action was demanded from come
one.

Before the vessel struck onthe beach,
some of our men placed their violins in
barrels and headed them up, prepsra-
tory for a safe jouraey to the shora. The
vessel however bzat upinto such shoal
water that we all made a safe landing
wita comparatively little trouble, and
with the exception of the loss of a few
minor - articles, most
value was saved.

Once more safe upon <ierra firma”
we found ourselves some distance from
a place of shelter, but we socom made
to the hospitable home of a
a kind—hearted farmer by the name' of
Patrick Cahill, who furnished us with
the refreshment which we all so much
needed, and nice beds upon which to
rest our weary bodies. The same evea-
icg we turned up our violins, and the
farm house was soon filled with the
good people in the neighborhood, and

La jolly good time generally was the re-

sult. No theatrical manager could hive
possibly preduced such transformation
sceges in real life, as we had experienc-
ed during those three days. -<+Verily,
truth is oft-times stranger than fiction.”
The following morning the crew pro-
ceeded to reconnoitre at the scenelof the
wreck, while Capt. Gross and myself
started to see the magistrate at Tignish,
a distance of about pine miles. Mr.
Nicholas Conroy, represented the legal
power of the village, ard we soon came
to au understanding in relation to the
disposal of the wreck and the macikerel
on board.

Mr. Coaroy’s brothe , John Conroy,
a wity [rishman, had already described
the situation to the magistrate as followa:
««Oh, Nickis, darlin’, have sees heard
the news ? There’'s a wee little vessel
just come on shore, and shure Nieckis,
wonld yees belave it, darlin’ the little
schooner is  chuck full of feedles and

was quite impossibie to make our voices | feedlers.”

At Tignish Capt. Gro:s and myself
were treated in the most kina and coa-
siderate manner by Nicholas Conroy's
family, and the resident priest, Father
Mclotosh. A new organ had just been
erected in tne Catholic church at Tig-
nish, by a man by the pame of Loban
from Charlottetown. we met Mr. Loban
at the house ui wagistrate Conroy, and
found him to be an ingerious, intelli-
gent, and good-natured Englishman.
When it was ascertained that Cuaptain
Gross was aon experinced organist,
Father Mcintosh extended a most pres-
sing invitation for him to remain and
perform upon theorgan the following
Sabbath, offering to remunerate him
hacd:omely for his service. The
invitation was cheerfully accepted, and
our accomplished caprain remained at
Tignish, while I started for Charlotte.
town in eompany with Mr. Loban, for
the purpose of arranging %a series of
concerts in that town.
Loban had transported the organ from
Charlottetown to Tignish in an old
rickety farm wagon, and it was in this
old wagon e wade our  journey,
over corduroy bridges ionumera
ble. Corduroy bridges sigaifies logs of
wood, so placed over small streams of
water and mud puddles in the road as
to form a sort of crude bridge. The
first day’s ridejorougbt us to St.Eleanors,
a distance of about fifty miles from Tig-
nish, where we remained over night.
At the house in which we stopped I
heard some one playing upon an ac-
cordeon- The thought struck me that
with a little practice I might be able to
draw some mausic from this ins'rument.
which would aid materially as a sort of
variety in our contemplated coaceris. I
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accordingly struck up a bargain with
the owner of this
soon as it was transferred into my pos.
session, proceeded to make night hide-
ous by practicing upon it untill nesrly
daylight.
The next morning bright and early
we again set out for - Cnarlottelown
which we reached in safety, and I at
once proceeded to anounce the fact jthat
‘«American Prof. O. R. Gross the great

Watson the renowned ‘‘Americar Pagi-
nint,” would shortly arrive, and give
one of their unique performances in the
City Hall of Charlottetown, Prince Ed-
ward Island. A few days later, Captain
Gross.(now trgusformed, <«celebrated
Professer,” etc., )madehisa ppointed at
Coarlottetown, where he' found
me snugly ensconced at the Vie-
toria Hotel. As our eyes met,
the Captain ourst into an
immoderate fit of laugkter, which
S0 eoavulsed me also thatl joined
in as a sort of basso - profundo accom.
