1% cups dry bread crumbs, or

2 cups sofi fresh crumbs

2 cups cold water

3 tablespoons lemon juice

1 teaspoon grated lemon rind

4 tablespoons butter

2 eggs, separated

2/3 L4§lup sugar

4 ta ons sugar

Metho%s:poSmlk the bread crumbs
in the water, then add the lemon
juice and grated rind, along with
the 2/3 cup sugar and the outter,
which has been melted. Place in &
greased baking dish and bake in a
moderate oven (350 deg. F.) for
about 1 hour, Then spread the top
with any tart jelly. Beat the egg
whites until stiff, but not dry. and
gradually beat in the 4 tablespoons
sugar, Spread the mering over
the jelly and return the pudding to
a slightly lower oven (325 deg. F.).
leaving until the meringue is deli-
cately brown. Serve ttiis warm or
cold, with cream if desired.
