-An important delegation will be in Canada
at the end of February in the course of a tour
of all the British Dominjons, They represent
the National Farmers’ Union of the United
Kingdom, an organization founded in 1908 by
& group of working farmers and operators in
England and Wales, There are similar bodies
in Scotland -and Northern Ireland. The service
they give farmers, according to The Canadian
Press, is largely protective like that of the Can-
adian Federation of Agriculture. They present
agriculture’s case on a nation-wide scale, keep-
ing a watching brief on legislation affecting
agriculture, and serve as research co-ordinat-
ing agencies, The delegates are headed by Mr.
James Turner, 37-year-old farmer who was
elected while touring Australia and New Zeal-
and and received the word by cable,

The delegation is seeking to arrange co-
operation in post-war agricultural planning
with farmers in the Doniinions as the first
step in a world-wide co-operation. One of its
aims is to arrange for an October conference of
primary farm producers’ organizations' in Lon-

don.

= Still Need For Caution

The war news is so encouraging that there

seems no good reason why plans for fittingly
observing victory on the Western Front should
not be discussed, as it is proposed to do at to-
morrow night’s meeting in the City building.
Of much greater importance, however, is the
need of reminding ourselves that terrific fight-
ing is still going on, and ‘that feelings of com-
placency at this time are absolutely the most
dangerous things that we can harbour. If and
when the Russian armies get to Berlin, even
to Munich, what then? Nobody knows what
will happen. It may well be, as an exchange
suggests, that no definite cessation of hostil-
ities will come about. There is always the pos-
sibility that a desperate band of several hun-
dred thousand fanatical Nazis may retire to
the mountains of Bavaria and fight until they
dre exterminated. The old idea that V-Day
will be a time for wholesale relaxation is rap-
idly going by the board. Authorities throughout
the Allied world are reminding their peoples
that even after Germany is finally dealt with,
there still remains Japan which, in spite of
spectacular American advances in the Philip-
pines, may still take a good deal of beating on
the Chinese mainland,

The authorities, of course, may be wrong.
Sir  Robert Borden in his war memoirs tells
how they erred on the side of pessimism
at the mieeting of the Tmperial War Cab-
inet which he attended in June, 1918,  The
Cabinet consulted all the experts—the command-
ers in the field, the War Office, the chiefs of
staff, the economic experts, and so on. After
