-He said that Steinherz,
ruined- and summoned to appear at
the Criminal Court, hired him to
kil' him,

On Tuesday, March 31, Steinherz
brought Fischi to Budapest, and . it
was arranged that he should be kill-
ed with a mallet.

After carrying out the grim bar-
gain, Fischi travelled to Vienna,
Steinherz having provided him with
travelling expenses. The director al-
s0 gave him a watch for which he
was to receive $5,000 at an address
in Vienna. Fischi was unable to find
the address, and left without money,
he tramped about until he was ar-
rested.
