Gentlenen:

Allow me in beginning to extend to
you my gincere and  hearty thankg
for electing me Presidant of the P.
E. Island Medical Association. The
presidency of this association ig in-
deed ~n honor, of which anyone, may
well be proud. It is one which T
duly appreciate and shall ever he
grateful for, 4

But, I must confess that I was not
fully aroused to the responsibility of
the position until T undertook to pre-
pare the presidential address.  The
excellence of those addresses in the
past, has placed the standard some-
what beyond my reach and go T agk
your indulgence rather than Your
criticism. Today T shull avail my-
self of the privilege of thig position
in choosing ‘a subject upon which to
say . few words.

I wish to refer briefly to the status
of the medical profession in P, .
Island and .to the relation of the
profession to. public health. I do
not intend to offer anything new or
original, but rather to reiterate cer-
tain points, which you have often
heard, and whose importance has of-
ten ‘times been impressed upon me as
a Public Health Officer. We all ad-
mit that a physican in general prac-
tice has sufficient to occupy his days
and most of his nights, in perform.
ing the ordinary duties of his pro-
fession, but, yet it seems to me thyt
we could often do a little more im
reagrd to certain matters, such ag
public health and sanitation, which
may not perhaps Lring us any pecun-
iary reward, but will, nevertheless
give us the comfort upon which we
often haVe . to rely when everything
else fails, and that is, the feeling
and knowledge of having done our
duty.

Often am I reminded of the axion
which I heard enumicated by that
eminent teacher and gentlest of men,
the late Dr, J. Chalmers Cameron,
when he said to the class ona day:
“He who can cure ,, disease is.great,
but he who can prevent that discase
is greater.” Hig words are only a
paraphase of the old proverh, that
an ounce of prevention is worth a
pound of cure, but we must all re-
alize and acknowledge that that
idea embodies the general trend of
all modern medical education, and

also marks out and signifies the
highest idcal and aim of our pro-
fession.

Recognizing and acknowledging

that as . first principle, the duty of
elaborating it and carrying it into.
practice  must of necessity devolve
upon us, as units of that army,
whose miotto is ever to alleviate the
sufferings of stricken mankind. The
apostles of that doctrine in every
comnuinity must  Le the physicians
for they must ever be the leaders and
teachers of public opinion jn all
matters of public
fare. It is our proud lLoast, that in:
the past quarter of , century no pro-
feesion. has made the splendid and
remarkable advalmces such ad have
been made in the world of medicine,
Today we see  whole provinces, as
well as cities, dividing themselves in-
to districts, each in charge of a
physiciam, who has been specially
trained in mattas of public health
and sanitation, and whose duty is to
stand as a staunch guardian
general health of the community and
to initiate and enforco regulations
for safeguarding the same., Perhaps
the system is more advanced and
elaborate in other provincoi, but per-
haps algo, we are more fortunate ip
this regard than many of the sister
