“Once here was a farmer who got hold of
such specially fine seed corn that he was able
to turn out crops that were the envy of his
neighbors. When they wanted to buy some of the
sced of the prize corn, he refused to sell, for
ae did not want to lose the competitive advam-'
ase -he had gained. A vyear went by and 'his
fancy corn was not so good. The next year
it was poorer still. The following season brought
even worse results, Finally it occurred to the
farmer that his prize corn was being pollinated
by the poor-grade corn of his neighbor’s.”

This story, says the Globe and Mail, con-
tains vital implication in the field of educa-
tion. Canada, consisting of nine separate Prov-
inces with widely varying resources and, conse-
quently, with widely differing abilities to pro-
vide services, cannot hope to prosper and grow
in such a way as to become a strong, united
Canada. We must realize that, as a modern
world nation, the security and welfare of our
own local portion of the world community can
no longer be safeguarded by ordering only the
life of our local community or only that of
any one Province,

The basis of true citizenship lies in an
understanding of and in a belief in a nation’s
ideals and ideoloey. The most effective method,
If not indeed the only method, of promoting this
essential " understanding and belief is proper
education. Citizenship is granted by the na-
tion, not by the component parts of the nation.
[t should, therefore, be the responsibility of the
whole nation to see that the steps to true citi-
renship are equally accessible in each of the
component parts.

“That these steps are not equally acoes-
sible in all our Canadian Provinces has been
pmply proved,” says the Globe and Mail. “The
reports of Dr. Kenneth Argue on the compara-
tive abilities of Camadian Provinces to finance
education should be required reading. These
and many other reports have forcefully shown
that many of the Canadian Provinces cannot,
on the basis of present conditions, properly pro-
vide a decent Canadian level of educational
services, Can we conscientiously claim a one-
ness of Canadian citizenship when we have one
standard of education in Prince Edward Island
and a vastly different standard in British Col-
‘umbia? Can we conscientiously expect to at-
tain Canadian umity and yet maintain nine edu-
cational systems differing in ability to provide
services, differing in standards of instruction,
and lacking any effective method of integra-
tion or of comparing ultimate ends?

“It would seem that the responsibility of
the Federal Government is at least twofold.
First, financial assistance *must be provided the
Provinces on, the basis of needs so that each
Province may provide services of at least a de-
girable Canadian level. This does not imply
Federal control of education. It does, how-
sver, imply that the Federal Government -has
the right to require certain standards of educa-
t:d achievement in each of the Provinces.

all the western grain that it can
make use of.
