The following report of the

Transportaticn ~ Committee  Was
submitted by phe chairman, Mr.

quarterly meeting of tae
Qharlottetown Board of Trade:

“On May 30, a brief was preseat-
ed to the Board of Transport Cocm-
missioners ' protesting against the
proposed increase of 30 per cer'nt‘ in
Railway freight rates. No decision
has as yet been announced and we
are hopeful that either the decision
will be long deferred or that an
increase, if granted, may only be
a small one.

“A very big event in our trans-
portaticn ehistory was the arrival
of the M.S. “Abegweit”. It was ap-
preciated that the boat cailzd at
Charlottetown where it is reported
approximately eighteen thousand
persons visited the &hip.

«The large order of potatces for
Britain was a great help to our
farmers and in fact _the entlre
population of the Province. It is
another evidence of the value of
producing a quality disease-l:e:

The really outstanding
work of the Canadian: National
Rallways employees and ofticials
in handling this huge shipment is
worthy of the highest praise. .
