Private Stewart Chisholm of the
Black Watch, writes:—We have had a
fiendish week of fighting around A——
We had to force our way step by step

It was slow work, but they
never seemed to tire, and after a day
of the hardest fighting I have ever
seen they cleared the Germans out of
the last position, and then the town
was carried with a general rush, the
Royal Irish being the first to enter,
Probably some other regiment could
have got in easier, but because of the
hard time they had had the Royal Irish
Fusiliers were given the honor of en-
tering in and raising the British flag
We are now working in a different
part of the country and are making
good progress. Everywhere we hear
that the Germans are wearying of the
struggle, and some of these days they
are bound to collapse. They appear
to have plenty of men, but even that
won't enable them to stand against the
awful losses they are sufferinr.

SALISEURY STUNNED HIM.

Gunner . Weiss, of B. Battery,
R. C. H. A,, who enlisted with the 365th
Peel and transferred to the artillery
writes from Salisbury to his brother,
and says: “I have seen the Toronto
papers and noticed letters from Can-
adians about the food, conditions, etc.,
in this camp. Now, I will admit that
the mud is bad. The food is certainiy
not Delmonico’s, but it is plentitui and
wholesome. What more do we nced?
Any person who enlisted for this scrap
and expected a pink tea will be disa-
ppointed. But anyone who expeced the
pink tea had better go back, and
climb on his office stool again. I have
noticed that those who do the most
kicking are those who need to bhe
checked the most—dirty uniforms,
slack on parade, shirking stables or
any duty they happen to be on. You
need not pay too much attention to
any howls you hear. If we make up
our minds to stand this mud and rain
we can, and what is more to the point,
most of us do.” -

ONE ROUTED TEN.

A wounded private of the Buffs re-
lates how an infantrymen got tempor-
arily separated from his regiment at
Mons, and lay concealed in a trench
while the Germans prowled around,

Just when he thought they had left

him for good ten troopers left their
horses at a distance and came forward
on foot to the trench,
The hidden infantryman waited un-
til they were half way up the slope,
and then sprang = out of his hiding
place with a cry of “Now, lads, give
them hell!” Without waiting to see
the “lads” the Germans took to their
heels.

A SAILOR'S LETTER.

The particular ship we were en-
gaged with was a pitiful plight when
we had finished with her—her funnels
shot away, masts tottering, great gaps
of daylight in her sides, smoke and
flames gelching from her everywhere.

Accept this, the last kiss, from him
who loved you.

WABFARE I FENERS
FAT

King's Investigators Witnessed Ghost-
ly Warfare According to
the Legend

LONDON, Feh. §.—Warfare in the
heavens was witnessed by the King's
own emissaries 272 yvears ago in
Northamptonshire, when the ghostly
battle on high amazed the good peo-
ple of the land and caused no little
uneasiness to the monarch. The re-
cent raids of the German Zeppelins
on the coast towns have caused his-
torians to dig through musty tomhs
to confirm the wonderful occurrences
of 1642,

In a brochure printed at the time
has been found the strange tale of a
ghostly warfare seen by the King's
own investigators, in the darkness of
the night, when the clash of arms
and groans of the dying were heard
by the awe-stricken witnesses. It was

on a Saturday night in the  Christ-
mas season of 1642 that the good
citizens of Keniton, in Northamptom-

shire, first saw the ghostly spectacle
and heard the roar of muskets and
cannon on high. It was hetween
twelve and one in the morning when
“there was heard by some shepherds
and travellers the noise of soliders
giving out their last groans, at
which they were much amazed. Then
appeared in the air these incorporal
soldiers that made these clamors,
with ensigns displayed, drums beat-
ing, muskets going off, cannons dis-
charged.

Until after three in the morniug
the dreadful fight on high continued
“the clattering  of arms, noise of
canncns, cries of soldiers so amazing
and terrifying the poor men that
they could not believe they were mor-
tal or give credit to their ears and
eyes.

“Run away they durst not, for fear
of being made a prey to these infer-
nal soldiers; and so they, with much
fear and affright, stayed to hehold
the success of the business. When the
uproar ceased, the poor men, glad
they were gone, made haste to
Keniton  and there knocking up Mr.
Wood, a justice of the peace, whe
called up his neighbor, Mr. Marshall,

the minister, they gave them an ac-
count of the whole passage, and
averred it upon their oaths to bhe

true.”

“Suspending their judgment till
the next night about the same hour,
they, with the same men, and all
the substantial men of that and  the
neighboring  parishes, drew thither;
where, about half an heur after their
arrival, on Sunday, Being Christmas
night, appeared in the same tumul-
tuous warlike manner the same two
adverse armies, fighting with as
much spite and spleen as formerly.
The next night they appeared not,
nor all that week. But on the ensu-
ing Saturday night, in the same
rlace and at the same hour, they
were again seen with far greater tu-
mult, fighting in  the manner above
mentioned for four hours, or very
near, and then vanished, appearing
again on Sunday night and perform.
ing the same actions of hostility and
bloodshed. Sussessively the next Sat.
urday and Sunday the same tumults
and prodigious sights and actions
were observed.

“The rumor  whereof, coming to
His Majesty at Oxford, he immedi-
ately dispatched thither Colonel Lew
is Kirke, Captain Waithman and
three other gentlemen of credit, to
take full view and notice of the said
bunsiness; who, first hearing the rela-
tion of Mr. Marshall and others,
stayed, there till Saturday night fol-
lowing, wherein they saw and heard
the fore-mentioned prodigies, and so
cn Sunday, distinetly knowing divers
of the apparitions by their faces, as
that of Sir Edmund Varney and
others that were slain; of which, up-
on oath, they made testimony to
His Majesty."”

In their report to the King, the
investigators proclaimed the unusual
cccurrence as a ghostly reproduction
of the battle that had taken place
two months before on the adjacent
fields at Kdgehill between the forces
of the King and those of Parliament,
