TELLS OF VOVAGE OVER

The following letter has been re-
ceived by Mrs. J. T. McKenzie from
her son, Spurgeon McKenzie, who is
now on active service in France:

Southampton Dock,
1 p.m,, Sept. 15th.

Dear Mater,—We —nave arrived at
the dock of the White Star Line in
Southampton safely, and are await-
ing orders to embark. We may be
here for hours, perhaps only for -min-
utes—we do not yet know. Every-
thing is running with perfect system.
Our embarkation on the train could
not be beaten for speed and correct-
ness. The colonel was greatly pleas-
ed. Our trip down was very uninter-
esting, though we passed through a
fairly pretty country. We expected
to go through the outskirts of Lon-
don, bhut instead we branched down
towards the south when twenty-five
miles out. We passed through-Waest-
minstér on the way. It is quite noted
for an old cathedral. 3

We are now on the real part of ouvr
voyage and work. Having finished
training, we are going over to help
in the work of beating the Germans,
From now on, though, perhapy for a
couple of months we may be back of
the firing line, we will be in danger,
sometimes great and at other times
not so greet. All thal we can do is
commend our lives into the keeping
of One greater than ourselves Whose
will ‘we shall obey to the best of our
knowledge. and belief. We are not
the kind to shirk duty on account of
danger, so you may have no fear of
us not accrediting ourselves as you
would expect of your sons.
