Bluenose won by six minutes, 39
seconds over a stcutly-contested, 36
mile course which took the schoon-
ers twice around an 18 mile tri-
angle. The defender from Lunen-
burg, N. S., gained on each of the
six legs.

In Gloucester tonight the opin-
ion mos. frequently heard was that
a protest biought agains: Blueno.e
for impreper shifting of ballast and
excessive walerline proved a boom-
erang. After measurement showed
Bluenose at least five inches too
long on the waterline, Captain
Walters sen: ashore about five tons
of oil and air tanks and a lighting
plant, all of which had injured her
trim and today she was noticeably
smarter handled.

Thebaud In Lead

Captain Cecil Moulton, at The-
baud’s wheel in the absence of her
ill skipper, Captain Ben Pine, tock
the star:ing honors, leading his
opponent over the line by about six
lengths. However, this coup was-not
as complete as it might have been,
for it was necessary. to kill much
of Thebaud’s way to avoid crossing
prematurely When Bluenose follow=
ed, she came. charging across like
a race horse and somewhat to
