POWDERY SCAB.

This disease has been known on the
Continent of Europe since the year
1841. It was reported from Ireland in
1906, and was first found in Canada in
the fall of 1912.

At first sight it resembles common
scab, but on closer examination a dit-
ference is observed. The pustule or
wart which it forms on the surface is
surrounded by the broken skin of the
potato and the cenire of the pustule
is filled by a powderr which is usually
of a dark greenislt or sometimes
brownish colour. VVhen this powder
is examined under the microscope it
is seen to consist of “ spore-balls ' and
s thus easily distZnguished from all
other potato diseases. These spore-
balls are not presant in common or
ordinary scab.

DEAD KING OF
ROUMANIA BURIED

WITH FULL ROYAL HONORS
BUCHAREST, Oct, 17.—The funeral
of King Charles of Roumania was held
Thursday morning and later in the day
the body was placed in a crypt in the
cathedral at Curtes De Arges, one of
the ancient capitals of Walachla. The
last benediction was pronounced over
the body early in the morning. The
service for the dead in the Orthodox
church followed, and at its conclu-
sion the body of the late king was
placed on a gun carriage drawn by six
horses. A salute of 101 guns was fired,
and all the church bells in Bucharest
tolled while the funeral procession,un-
der military escort, passed through the
densely crowded streets to the rail
way station. Two special trains car-
ried the funeral party to Curtes De
Arges, where the cortege again form-
ed and proceeded to the ancient cath-
edral, where the body was entombed.
Funeral services were held simultane-
ously in all the churches in the king-
dom. More than 80,000 persons view-
ed the body of King Charles while it
lay in state in the palace here.
