WORK OF Il
CERVICE COM-
MSSION

Premier Would Undo
This Work by Re-
verting to Old Pat-
ronage System.

(8pecial to The Guardian.)

OTTAWA, Ont., Dec. 9—In 1918
Parliament by unanimous vote
passed a clvil service law placing
all positions in the public service
from one end of the country to
the other under the jurisdiction of
the Civil Service Commission in-
cluding even minor and unskilled
labor positions of every descrip-
tion. " This was implementing a
pledge made to the country by the
Union Government, and the oppo-
sition of the day concurred in this
legislation.

In addition to dispensing with
all forms of patronage the law re-
quired the commissjon to reclass-
ity and re-organize the public ser-
vice.

Re-classification was first under-
taken. This work, with its val-
uminous details; necessitated the
appointment of a large staff and
the outlay of a considerable
amount of money but notwithstand.
ing what is said regarding the re-
sult, re-classification has proved a
great boon to the civil service of
the country.

A committee was appointed by
Parllament during the session of
1923 to enquire into the operation’
of the Civil Service Act. The
charge of lack of control by the
deputy heads of the departments
was investigated by that commit.
tee, but in their report no mention
was made that the claim was sub-
stantiated to any extent. A8 8
matter of fact, the merit system
|was upheld by the report and it
|was suggested that the re-organ-
!{zation of the public gervice should
be continued. Nothing has ever
been done on this report,

In 1924 the Senate appolnted
one of the most representative
committees ever assembled for

the purpose of inveatigating the
workings of the Civil Service Act.
The commission submitted to this
committee, a statement of the sav-
ings which might be effected if the
commission had authority to go fn+
to the department and carry on
the necessary work of re-organiza-
tion. The committee made a re-
commendation that this be allow-
ed. Nothing has been doneon this
report. A< a matter of truth it can
be shown that the Civil Service
Commission can be made one of
the most useful departments of the
government and that since the
work of classification has been
completed, it has practically cut
the cost of its maintenance in two.
The constant reference to the cost
of this department made by the
Prime Minister is simply another
attempt to cover up his opposition
to the Olvil Service Act simply be-
cause it has prevented his follow-
ers from filling up government of-
fices with their friends.
