No Criminal
Cases OnKings
County Docket

Only case on the docket at the
regular July sitting of the Supreme
Court for King's County was the
prohibition case of the King vs.
Shepherd, which was adjourned |
until next sitting. Supreme Court )
Justice A. E. Arsenault presided,
and the usual white gloves were
presented him.

In the course

of his address, the

Justice dwelt upon the value of
the tourist traffic, and the impor-
tance of well kept farms and build-
ings.

The grand jury's rejsrt, read at
the session esday, stated the
jail had been inspected and found
well kept, but recommended the
walls and ceilings be redone and
the windows be fixed so they could
be lowered from the top for ven-
tilation. There were nine prison-
ers, including an aged man under
medical care whom the jury con-
sidered unfit to be in confinement,
and recommended his case be in-
vestigated. The report concurred
with the Supreme Court Justice’s
remarks upon the value ~f the
tourist traffic and the added at-
traction of well kept farms and
buildings.

Mr. Justice Arsenault adjourned
the two-hour session until tae next
sitting. Pearl J. Brothers was fore-
man of the jury.

Justice A. E. Arsenault sald he
had been ho'ding the assizes in
that town for the last 17 years,
“sometimes once, and sometimes
twice a year.” In that time he had
not tried a criminal case.

“It is a most remarkable record
for the country,” the Justice said,
“and one which is probably not
equalled in all Canada. I f‘;ighly
compliment the people the
county on this record.”

It was the custom of the presid-
ing justice, he said, to give an ad-
dress to the grand jury on topics
of interest. “as they are generally
chosen from the leading men of
the county in which the assizes are
he!d, and are representative of the
community in which they live.” He
had chosen the topic of the tourist
traffic, which he considered of
paramount importance to the peo-
{ﬂietOf the rural and urban dis-
ricts.
