the home market? But it is not only
our home market that is affected.
Dealers report that here has been
very little demand during the pre-
sent winter from the neighboring
markets, such as Sydney and Hali-
fax, which are now stocked with the
New Zealand product.

It is quite true that a shortage of
Canadian butter has been reported,
particularly in the border sections of
Canada, where the export of cream
and milk to the United States has
been abnormally large. This, how-
ever, will be corrected when the new
Hoover tariff on milk and cream
comes into effect. There has also
been a considerable depletion of Can-
adian dairy herds in recent years,
owing to the demand in the United
States for this class of animals. These
exportations have seriously menaced
the dairy business. Is the remedy
proposed by supporters of the New
Zealand treaty, of admitting foreign
butter, practically duty free, going
to help Canada’s admittedly greatest
industry, agriculture, the foundation
of which is dairying?

So far as this Province at least is
concerned, the importation of New
Zealand or any other foreign butter
is bound to have a crippling effect
upon our greatest industry.

The appeal is being made by Lib-
eral politiclans to the consumer that
if it were not for the importation of
foreign butter he would have'to pay .
a higher price. What benefit - this |
would be'to the people of our city
and towns whose chief ' dependence
i5 upon the farmer, has not been ex-
piained. =~ Whatever effect such an
appeal would have in the larger in-
dustrial centres, it will certainly not
impress our merchants, and business
men, who know that when farm pric-

cidents was less in 1928 than in 1927.
Last year 500 miles of highway were
added to the Ontario system and
traffic on the roads was greater than
in 1927. Last year the number of
deaths due to traffic accidents was
477 compared with an increase in 19-
27 of 49 per cent over the figure
for 1926. In Toronto, where the
number of motor vehicles in use in-
creased 10 per cent, in 1928, the num-
ber of deaths due to traffic accid-
ents decreased to 64.

When you see the European immig-
rants with their white gleaming
teeth, and remember that the tooth
brush is often an unknown article to
the mpjority of them, you perhaps
wonder if all this propaganda about
the value of the tooth brush is 'not
a mistake.

As a matter of fact you and I need
the tooth brush daily, as keeping the
surface of the teeth clean is one of
the best known methods of preserv-
ing the teeth.

Another point that you can't un-
derstand is that perhaps both parents
will have good sound teeth and the
youngster will have teeth that decay
early and easily,

Another point is that children will
have scarlet fever, measles, whooping
cough, and other ailments of child-
hood with apparently no damage to
the teeth. | !

Now why is it that these immig-
rants, parents and children, have
such good teeth as compared to our
own citizens? -

Your-physician will tell you that
every cell in your body is made up
from the food that you eat and that
the teeth in particular need certain
kinds of food if they are to keep
healthy,

Growing boys and girls need sugar
and also need meat and eggs, but
unfortunately pastry and efindy of-
ten form a large part of their daily
food intake,

Dr. K. O. Kappes of Rochester,
Minn, has made many observations
as to the cause of decay of teeth,
and tells us that the only feature
that seems to be a definite factor in
preventing décay of the teeth is a
diet composed largely of fruits and
vegetables.

And when you think it over you
will remember that our European
immigrants are large consumers of
vegetables and fruit.

Vegetables. and fruits are, so rich
in mineral elements that we can
readily see how they can supply the
hard bone-like teeth with the mater-
lals necessary to keep them in good
condition. = The lesson is obvious.
We and our children should eat fruit
and vegetables every day, besids
keeping the outside of the teeth clean
with the daily application of the
tooth brush.

Nothing takes the joy out of life
like picking a wrong standard for
comparison and trying to measure up
to someone out of our class. The man
with the under-developed muscles
may have a highly developed mental-
ity; both kinds of development are
needed in the world's work, The
crumpled-up body of Steinmetz hous-
ed a brain hardly inferior in the field
of electrical engineering to that of
Edison himself, As a structural steel
worker, however, he could not have
earned one meal a day,

A man’s capacity can never be de-
termined by any scale outside of him-
self, What is normal for one individ-
ual is far from normal for another.
Your standard for comparison lies in
the potentialities resident within
yourself and never in those of any
other person,

Neither Samuel Johnson nor Laf-
cadio Hearn, on accqunt of their
chronically inflamed eyes, could have
held down the job of target-spotter
for five minutes on a modern hattle-
ship, but the perfect optics of a' first-
class range-finder have never been of
much aid in producing a great lexico-
grapher or a charming exponent of
all things Japanese, We do not expect
nocturnes from Lindbergh; but, on
the other hand, Chopin's lungs would
never have allowed him to be a tiyer.
Differences give to each person his
peculiar value and superiority.

Study your ‘peculiarities, the ways
in which you seem to vary from oth-
ers; and then use this dissimilarity for
a starting-point to develop some tal-
ent or to produce some object that is
just a little better than the average.

Variation is a fundamental law of
nature. Botanists tell us that no two
leaves and no two blades of gruss have
ever been found to correspona exact-
ly. The same thing is true of animals.
Nature is not given to making things
alike, and the same principle of dis-
similarity applies to human beings.

_To turn your handicap into an asset
you must first stop trying to be like
others in the point in which you are
weak, and be satisfled to develop fac-
ulties which will compensate for your
defect. A blind man does not go {ar
by trying to get his lost vision back.
He stops bewailing his misfortune and
trains his other senses to become
keener than those of his  seeing
friends.

What a list of new-to-be-forgotten
men and women have become famous,
not only in spite of some overwhelm-
ing handicap, but because a deficien-
cy in one direction actually spurred
their efforts in another! Think of
Helen Keller, deaf, dumb and blind
from infancy, grewing up to be an ac-
complished and educated woman, a
graduate of Radcliffe College and an
inspiration to everyone who has heard
her name!

The sculptor Gonnelli who bécame
blind at the age of 20 was able to exe-
cute excellent portraits in terra cotta,
it being sufficient for him to merely
pass his hand over a person's face to
produce an exact likeness. Dr. Nichol-
as Sanderson who lost his sight before
he was 12 moriths old, became pro-
fessor of mathematics and optics at
the University of Cambridge. It is re-
corded of him that his sense of touch
was so exquisite that in & collection
