TRE NINE HOUR SYSTEM.

The recent extension of labor organiza-
tionsin our midst follows a good . way
behind but im the wake of similar
movements in every quarter of the civil-
ized world. These organizations have
done much good in the way of securing

_ | recognition for the rights of the workers.

ip obtaining improved laws, greater pro-
tection against the danger of accidens, and
in other ways. An important result has
also been the gradual shortening of the
hours of labor in many industries, from
ten hours to nine. and in some inst.ances
t.o eight hours.

Here we still have the ten hour system
generally speaking, in vogue both winber
and summer so far as hctory work is con-
eerned, while on the farms and fishing
industry still longer hours of labor prevail
during the busy season. Generally speak-
ing employers prefer the existing system

generally in favor of shorter hours. This
divergence of opinion has not yet reached
an acute stage, but with the orglnimt.ion
of trades and labor unions in our midst it

must be discussed. When it does there
will be much to be said upon both sides.
On the part of employers it will be urged

many difficulties already to contend with
here, ani that a proposal to shorten the
hours of labor would further operate
azainst the suecess of such industries as
we have and prevens the introduction ot

to be encountered arise from the small-
ness of .the Island’s populaiion, the
scarcity of capital and our isolated position
in winter. There wiil also no doubt be
set up the contention that in most cases
hitherto the demand for shorter hours has
been on the basis of the same pay for the
nine heurs as for ten hours day, while the
amount of work done is at least some-
thing less, - :
