ed on the bottom, thus filling up
the river bed. To prevent the wa-
ter spilling out, the banks have
been raised on both sides by earth
dykes, fortified with sorghum
stalks. (This grain is almost un-
known to Western farmers: it
grows and looks much like corn
but the grain, reddish brown in
color, is borne in a cluster on the
top of the stalk). As this process of
silting up the river bed and raising
the banks on both sides has gone
on for. centuries, the bottom of the
river is in some cases higher than
the surrounding country.. Conse-
quently when the dykes break, as

country is flooded, snd the water,
finding a lower level, makes a new
course. The devastation and misery
this brings in its wake hay given to
the Yellow River the name of
“China's Sorrow.”
)

SEEING THE SIGHTS

I was recently invited by the ma-
gistrate of Huahsien, Mr. S, A.
Hsieh, to make a trip to part of the
flooded area of his district. The
visit was a brief ome, November Tth
to 9th, and through“a small area,
yet what was met with is probably
typical of the whol¢; and may be of
some general interést.

As we approached & Vvillage where
a boat had been ‘arranged for us,
we passed through one small area
that had been saved from inunda-
tion by the villagers hastily throw-
ing up a two-foot dyke. Farther in
towaids the flooded region we saw
some very promising autumn wheat
sown on land which had emerged
from the water early énough to be
cultivated and seeded in the regu-
lar way. Still farthér on, I saw two
men trying to sow & fleld that was
still wet, Either they had no farm
animals or the ground was too soft
for them to walk on, for one man
was” pulling the seed drill while the
other guided it. No attempt had
been made to plough; instead, they
had attached to the ends of thin
seed tubes, sharp iron points, which
drew long slits on the surface of
the ground, into which the seeds
fell. This is-a frequent practice in
cases like ‘this ‘and while the crop
will be poor some harvest may be

reaped. .

We entered the western gate of
the village over three improvised
bridges of long poles lashed togeth-
er. Beneath these the current was
running quite rapidly. Communica-
tions eastward from here were en-
tirely by boat, There are now re-
ports of arrival and de-
parture. At these are to be seen
piles of roof-beams, rafters, doors,
etc., for sale—salvage from wreck-
ed homes which the owners in the
stress of immediate needs are sell-
ing for what this material will
bring, regardiess of its normal val-
ue. What they will do later if ever
they re-build, they leave to the fu-
ture, This particular village had
been saved from disaster by the
enterprise of its people. It had the
good fortune to be protected by an
earth wall. As the rush of yellow
water came on, they banked up the
gates to prevent it entering the vil-
lage; thus their earth wall, intend-
ed to ward off bandits, became a
defence against flood: When its
foundations

A TALE OF MISERY

We stopped at - two villages. At
the first of these only ‘the higher
spots have emerged, so i looked
like & group of islands, each of
which was covered with ruins, We
sailed through the middle of it and
disembarked from our boats at the
northern end, which, as the waters
had come from the south, was the
best preserved. At the place where
we stépped ashore there was a new-
ly made grave in which a body, re-
cently pulled from the water, had
been buried. A little - farther on
there were two more; those buried
there had been killed, the survivors
said, in the collapse of their hous-
es. There was only one house left

Beds, wagons,

spinning wheels, tables, pottery, all
the poor furniture of a Chinese
peasant’s home were out in the
open. In some cases of walls
were still standing, in others a mill
stone, or a heap of mud- and a bro-
ken bowl marked the sité of a for-
mer home, There were' still people
here, men, women and childrén. If
was a warm sunny day, and there-
fore they were not at the momeént
suffering from the weather. Bui
what stories might be told of what
they had gone through. It was
about August 11 that the waters
reached their peak. For three days
they had to keep to the tree-tops.
They were cut off from the world,
no food was left, there was no wa-
ter to drink but the half-water half
silt of the madly gwirling current
beneath them. One man pointed
out his old mother, eighty years of
age whom he had . managed to
keep from falling into the water
through those three long days and
nights. When finally they could
come down, the only food they
could get was water-soaked raw
grain which they had to eat as it
was.

DESPERATE GALLANTRY

Yet the nerve of this sturdy peo-
ple was not broken., They had lost
everything they had owned, and
as they looked out from their nar«
row standing-room they saw the
water, three feet deep, still flow-
ing northwards over what had been
their fields. Yet no one whimpered,
no one asked for anything. They
scarcely even crowdea around us,
though the village head-man res-
pectfully met us and escorted us
about. They even asked us if we
would not have the customary oup
of tea! And already they were do-
ing what they could to repair the
