OTTAWA, Oct. 14—(CP)~—Mis-
sionaries, members of religious or-
ders, businessmen and their wives
and a number of children comprise
the majority of 221 Canadian civ-
ilian repatriates from the Far East
due to be exchanged for Japanese
this week-end at Morm';:ao, Port-
ugese India, an external affairs
announcement revealed today.

Based on information supplied
by Swiss authorities handling Oa.
nadian interests in the Orient, the
department’s list gave the namesg
of repatriates and their next-of=
kin in Canada, with the excention
of some 30 for whom no next-of=
kin or home address has been re-
ceived,

The Canadian group is part of a
passenger list of some 1,500 aboard
the Japanese liner Teio Maru, ex-
nected to reach Mormugao Friday.
The others are bound for the Unit-
ed States, excent for 50 who are
m:islin_ed for South Amerjcan coun-
tries.

At Mormugao the repatriates will
be transferred to the Swedish liner
Gripsholm which sailed from New
York Sept. 2 with 1,330 Japanese
{from Canada and the United
States, picking up 173 more at Rio
| de Janiero,

Early in December

The Gripsholm is expected to ar-
rive in New York early in Decem.
ber and the Canadian party will be
rushed to Montreal by special train,

Canadiaps were warned in
external affairs announcement that
ihev will have no ovbportunity to
erect their relatives or friends
aboard the Gripsholm until the
train arrives in Montreal.
