Reduce Electric Rates
For Toronto Consumers

TORONTO, Jan. 26 — (CP) —
Mayor Robert Saunders announc-
ed today the'Ontario Hydro Com-
mission has approved rate reduc-
tions of more than 12 per cent
for Foronto domestic consumers,
nine per cent for commercial
users and 12 per cent for heavy
power consumers like the Toronto
Transportation Commission.
